Home sailors onco happened lo land ou
their coast Doing In need of food
they showed a chicken to the natlvta
as tokeu of their wants; but they only
received tueauiiaer, "sumoa lamwt."
This was bemuse there had been a
fiinlne In tho land and they had
been forbidden to 1.111 chickens
till they again bccimo plentiful,
a singular custom among them.
They are sometimes known as the
Navigator Islands, an Improper term
since tho people are not a
race. It Is thought thla name was llrat
applied to the Friendly Islands whosu
people love theses; and which has by
soma meaui been mljnppllid to tbii
group.

The climate of tho Islands would bo
to us a eri dual summer, but there li
a slight change of itaiou. Tho Inhabi-
tants are of a color, cLst-l- y

rtsembllng tho Indians of Mexico,
Most of the wotld advance tno theory
that they came from the Malay

but the eptaker lielleved they
came from America, nnd aro of tho
llnuioof Iirael.

Tnese people havo miuy good traits
ibout tli6m. lu thidr treatment of
strangers they set the civilized world
a good example, They always prepare
enough focd ou Haiurday to last over
Hunday. Jly Monday this Is all eatin
and they nil gu out nud guther another
iup ly. When the food haa been collect-- i

d they muuo an oven, which Is simply
n holo In tho earth. In this nolo is
llrat placed hot rocks, then on theso
banana leaves, nest the things they
deslro to cook over which wild banana
Uuvis aro spread, nnd lastly nil Is
covered by hot rocks upon which tiro
Is laced, In thla way It Is left lor
about nn luur, when tho covering Is
taken oirnnd tno food Is i.xctlleiilly
cooked. Their staple articles of food
aro the taro, a plant riaeiubllog the
ioiato; thu cocoanui, thu bread, milt,

palusaml, consisting ol a mlxluiu of
locoauut loavis Willi milk and sea.
water: filial, n food resembling brains;
nud lu limn if famine mail,

that reminds one of l.lmburgor
ihetsi. 'Ihey alsocat joik, chlekeur,
lis li and salted beef.

They wiar very little clothing, be.
causa of tho high linieruture, aud
they are generally drenched with
watir three or four limes a day. Nearly
all cf their clothing and hats are
manufactured from the bark uf the
loconnut tree. I'rom the fibers of this
bark which cloiely resemble hur.e
hair they make a kind efrope, Tliiy
are skillful In tho making of unit,
which thoy i rlze ry highly, some cf
tliein lelllug for JMO.
