After thirty years burial in the

land of h'.s exile, the remains of the
author of "Home, Sweet Home,"were to-da- y laid to rest in the soil
of hii native lanJ. - The pageantry
of the funer 1 corteire and the cere
monies of the occasion: were a tribute
to the i genius of John Howard
Peyte, in keeping with ttie place he
holds m tne nomes ana nearts or
the American people.! With solemn
strains,' funeral dirges, measured
tramp, the funeral column, compos-
ed of distinguished and notable men,
representing all honorable walks of
life, passed through the etreels of
the National Capital to the . silent
retting place.' All tbe pomp and
circumstance of human" grandeur
contributed to the final h .mot paid
by the living to the dtad. The gov-
ernment was represented by its
Chief Executive, his council of con-
stitutional advisers; by its Judiciary,members of both houses of Con-
gress, by numerous representatives
of the army and navy, by members
of the diplomatic corps, an array! of
prominent government officials and
representatives of foreign ' powers.
The presence cf the military and
throngs of citizens gave the demon
stration a national character, that
marked it as a tribute pf .the entire
nation. The procession was formed
at the gallery of art, where the mili
tary and civilians Began tx gathersome time before four .o'clock.
The remains were " enclosed
In a very handsome casket,
and were placed In a liearao espec-
ially built for the occasion. It was

to witness the lynching. Those
wno aid tne woix met at some dis-
tance away, and appeared to hold a
consultation. Hoou they were seen
approaching with a leader at their
head with a coll of rope in his hands
The man who took, charge was
Shepard, brother of the man killed
by the Barbers last fall, in Fayette
county. : None of the lynchers were
masked, or made any t flort to con
ceal their Identity, but simply kept
steadily at woik with coolness and
determination, making no . threats.
About 100 men were engaged In the
lynching, mostly from the vicinity
of Madder aud Iterating, though a
nu m ber of people . of j Waveriy took
part, some of them rather promin
ent' citizens. When the sheriff
hesrd the mob Coming he took the
woman Cronin out of her cell and
concealed her at his house. She
shot her paramour at the hotel the
nrsc or tne week, and was the onyother occupant of the Jail. The
mob demanded the keys from Sber- -

a Ad air, but he refused to give them
up. Ale made, no effort- - to protectthe Barbers at any time durinjr the
evening. The outer doors were
easily broken In, but the inside door
was strongly tarred, and required
an hour and a half's hard work with
picks and sledge hammers to break
It down. Shortly after 1 p. m. it
gave way, and access was gained co
the cell where the two men where
confined together. The first man
who ' put his heaa la was knocked
Beoaelets; tut they were at once
overwhlmcd with numben, ropes
thrown over their necks, and theywere dragged out. Mayor tiheperdand. other expostulated with the
mob. but it availed nothing to cave
thedeepersdoes. In taking them
out of the Jail, Bill Barber stumbled
and fell and was ; thus dragged out
of doors. . On the step he was let up,
when as soon as be , could get his
breath he eald, "Kill us,if you wish,
due uon't nurt ns so caa." ami, tne
larger one, the most talkative and
least nervy, said they had been a- -

cutea or , many crimes they had
never committed; they had never
Kiuea a man for money.' They; had
been charged with killlns: seven
men m Illinois, bnt It was false. It
was he who killed Shepard In stlf-defen-re.

The smaller te, Ike, the
qiietest and most desperate man of
tne two. then said he had never
killed a man until within the past
week; then it was in self-defen- se

and to eave the life of Bill, lie had
no bandi lu the killing last
fall; Short as the speeches were.
the crowd became Imnatlent and
called out to go on with the hang-
ing. It was first proposed to hang
them in the Jail yard, bat the sheriff
begged that it be hot done on ac
count of his family. The victims
were then taken across the street
where there were some trees, but
here the city marshal Interfered and
aked that they should go outside
the corporate limits. The accom-
panying mob thought this a reason-
able request, ana they went upsun istreet stau a bum east, where
ust outside the city limits there is

a grove. ;, As they marched out, the
Germans in the mob sang a hymn.The Barbers, with ropes around
their necks, went along sullenly,without word. When, the) grovewas reached, the man - who was
Knocked down in the cell elimbed a
tree. While doing so the mnrcierert
were told to say their prayers, if
they, had any to say. Bill uttered
some gibberish, but Ike waa dumb.
