Haywoobd VALLEY,
Dee. 4, 1876,

Fditvr Deserct News:

I left the State ludiana on the
220 of September last, in answer to
a call Lo preach in thin Joc ality, and
in fulfillment of a desire to visit
this country,
Previous to joining (he Chiqareh
of Jesus Christ, and while boarding
at Sister Heywood's, in the 17th
Ward., 1 dreamed that P'resident
B. Young requested me to go to
Rome, Ga.,, and 1 would, in the
viclnity of Lthe town, find some-
thing that would confirmy me in
my bellef of the Gospel. Al break-
fast next ;morning I related the
dream, more In a spirit of joking
and humor than anything else, but
[ could see Bister . placed a dJif-
ferent construetion upon it.
On my arrival in Lllinois, I re-
ceived a letter, forwarded to me,
but written to Brother Ueorge
Teasdale, requesting some one to
come here and preach.
