They
are larger coarser-haired,acd stralght-
er boreced, [ mention this pecuilarity
of difference in Lths boros bicause it is
belicved that the shape and the broken
and crookad nature of the horns of the
prairie buffalo bave been cansed by his
habit of digzing into the gravel, where-
as in the more northern species Lhey
nad to contend with other conditlons
where strawght borns would be of more
use, i, for instance, they use ihem
there for clearing aside from their
pathway the brush and luxnorisnt un-
dergrowth, These animals would
welgh at’ least 160 pounds tcore than
the buffalo of the Saskatchewan pialus.
In the northern regions the veiches
and grasses are so Eigh and the snow~
fall not being uodoly heavy, they have
