STELLAK FHOTOGRAPHY.

Ppotograpliy bas brought a great
advance and-opened upa vast pessi-
bility in the preparation of star maps.
1t 18 of great importance to the dis-
covery of any pusaible new planet, and
in the study 6! miogr plamets aund
comets, t0 have exact maps of the
whole sky, showing evem the faiat
stars. A great amount of work has
already been dope in this line. The
most elaboraté results as yet obtained
have come Irom the Paris gbservatory,

the lu‘bors olkﬂ?ary bmng:.
tographic wor s now -
ried om more -or less extensively
at nearly all the great observa-:
tories of world. A poriion of the
time af the great refractory of the Lick
observatory will be devoted to photog-
rapby, and judging by the trial photo-
grapn of the moon, great lhings may
be exp.cted. Probably no one WwWho
has not . sctually done tae work, has
any ldea of the labor involged in mak-
ing a star map or chart, showing stars
as faint as the ninth magoitude. To
get & photographic chart, however, it
is'only neécessary to have the clock-
work which drives and regulates the
telescope in very perfect order. The
instrument s mounted equatorially,
that i#, so that once set la _proper po-
sition on the star, It will follow it In
ite westerly motion. The exposure is
ordinarily made for an hpur or more.
Durlog :Ku beur the telescope must
follow the star perfectly, without the
jeast jar or friction. Bat the resulls
when these conditions are fu'filled are
woaderfal aod beantiful. With a mod-
erate sized telescope and an exposure
of an bour 1o some poriions ol the sky
especially rich In stars, the surface of
the plate has the appearance of belng
mictly strewn with dust. To get an
idea of the pumber of stars on such &
plate, let us consider the sky itselfl a
moment. The number of stars In the
northern heavens visible te the naked
eye ls not far from 4000. The sixth
magnitude is aboat the limit of visibll-
ity. The telescope with which the

megnitude. Scattered over the

same northern heavens with the 4000
visible stars sre, by Argelaader, who
catalogued , Oover 300,000 stars
jghter than magaitude 9'5. How
many there are brighter than magaol-

s certainly several millions. We sha
not wonder then, that on a siugle plate
sbout 10,000 stars have been photo-
graphed, for the photograph shows
over a small region what we would
