SAD SEQUEL T0 A MURDER.

Daughter of Charles Thiede Dies in
Agony After a Life of Shame,

There {8 a sad moral
drawn from the lfe of Mary Thiede,
who died In great agony at the Holy
Cross hospital yesterday morning, She
geems to have been a moral pervert,
whom the greatest kindness and solicl-
tude eould not regenerate; aud the ut-
most persunsion of a number of pub-
lie spirited women, who took an inter-
est in the girl seems to have been futile
in leading her footsteps back into the
paths of virtue.

Two months ago Mary was operated
upon for an Internal growth of a serl-
ous nature, but returned to a life of
shame before she had recevered from
the effects of the operation, As & con-
sequence about ten days ago she be-
came very il again and wus taken to
the Holy Cross hospital last Wednes-
day, where ghe suffered excruciating
agony., Continuous hypodermic applica-
tions of morphine had to be adminls-
tered to relleve her pain, Her case had
passed beyond the power of the surgeon
to cure, however, and the unfortunate
girl died in great agony yestorday
morning. She was only 18 years of age,
and for the last two years had been lv-
ing a life of shame In this city

Mary's father, August Thiede, was
hanged about flve years ago for the
murder of his wife near Murray, where
he cendueted a saloon. The murder
was one of the most atrocious and cold-
blooded that has ever happened in
Utah, the body of Thiede's victim be-
ing actually hacked to pleces. The clr-
cumstances of the atroclous crime cre«
ated a wave of sympathy for the 13-
yvear-old daughter. A Salt Lake famlly
took her in and eared for her for a
time, but all the care devoted on the
unhappy child could not keep her In the
paths of rectitude. She geemed to be
morally degenerate, and her sad death
yesterday 18 a fitting finale to the life
history of an {l}-fated family,

LAID TO REST.

Glowing and Gloricus Tributes
Paid the Yenerable Woman,

AN IMPRESSIVE FUNERAL.

Obsequies Are Hold In the Assembly
Hall tn an Atmosphere of Love
wud Fragrance.

The funeral of “Aunt" Zina Young
yesterday morning was an outpouring
of love and tender affection, It was
the gatbering of the harvest.

It Is needless to say that tge bullding
was flled to Its lmit and the drapings
andJlowers were such as are seen only
at the funeral of a beloved one, The
stand was draped In white and on the
sacrament (able rested the handsome
white broadcioth cotfin covered with
flowers, On both sides of the caskel
rested several magnificent floral pleces.
One of the most striking devices was a
deslgn of the temple In purple and
white asters, which was contributed by
the Temple workers. The general board
of the Relief SBoclety sent a magnificént
“"Gates Ajar;" the Relief Soclety of
Weber Stake sent a harp; the Y, L. M.

tful ecrown from the Salt Lake Stake
Relief soclety; a wrealh of purple as-
ters and white roses, ted with white
sl from the Ulah silk commission was
congpleyous among numerous  other
smalier toKens that bore thelr eloguentg
testimony of love In which “Aunt” Zina
was held. The Assembly hall was
crowded and on the stand were Presi-
dent Lorenzo Snow and many of the
Church authorities,
Prest. Angus M. Cannon presided
over the services which were opened
by the Tabeérnacle cholr singing, ""When
First the Glorious Light of Truth” a
favorite hymn of “Aunt” Zina's.

The opening prayer was offered by
Apostle Anthon H, Lund, and the ser-
vices were continued with the golo,
“Awake My Soul," sung by Prof, H, 8,
Goddard.

The first gpeaker was Presldent Snow,
whe prefaced his address by saying that
many would call this a solemn occa-
slon, but he thought that when a man
or woman goes faithfully through life
and have performed thelr mission prop-
erly, there s no oceasion to mourn,
Exaltation follows their course, Presi.

“Aumt" Zina has laid up riches that
are unfading, 1 belleve that ¥Very un-
gelfish act we perform will be counted
a8 a treasure for us on the other side,
and I belleve that Bister Zina has laid
up many, many treasures of this kind.”

President Angus M. Cannon spoke
next, sying that he had known “Aunt”
Zina for fifly years. If ever a woman
Hved inclined to do her Heavenly Fa-
ther's will rather than her own it was
“Aunt” Zinn. The spesker went on

PAVING TO BEGIN SOON,

Machinery of Aleatraz Company Has
Arrived—Materal Alsy Coming.

Three carloads of machinery belong-
ing to the Alcatraz Asphalt Paving
company, and which it will use in the
paving of Becond and Third South
streets and the repmiring of the pave-
ments in the old paving district, have

arrived from California and will be
working on the pavements within the
next ten days. The first lot of nsphalt
I8 expected 1o arrive by the end of this
week, and three cars on which the as-
phalt will be heated and mixed have
been switched Into the block to the east
of the K. G, W. freight shed. As this
kind of paving cannot be lald satls-
factorily in the winter season, the work
will be confined to repalring the old
pavements and the gouth half of Second
South strect. The balance of the con-
tract will be completed next spring.
The entire work will cover about & mile
of streets and will cost over $140,000, It
I# highly probable that If the Aleatraz
company does good work on its present
contract the company will next year
have a larger job for Salt Lake City,
viz. the paving of South Temple from
the Bhort Line depot to Beventh or
Eighth Fast street,

larger atill and the yield would also
have been largely Increased. Never-
theless it was very good as it was and
shows what lucern I8 worth as a re-
clafmer of poor, “worn out" or “run
down" land.

From ten acres of ground Mr, Bring-
hurst got 410 bushels of wheat, ma-
chine measure, and from thres acres of
ground 210 bushels of oats, machine
megsure.  This, of course, .means a
heavier yield than what these figures
show as machine measure is always
over and above the actual bushel.
Speaking of the matter to the “News"
My, Bringburst sald he had ralsed gix
succensivg-cropg of wheat on this same
ground and that the Hghtest yvield was
82 bushels to the mere and that the
heaviest was 64, Prior to that the
ground had been fertilized by lucern.
