iug tne goological caaraoter oi the KockyMountain country. Professor Marsh, of
Yale College, with a class of bis students,has spent, I think, four summers in succes
sion in the practical study ot geology in
these mountain regions, what is tbe re-
sult of his researches? There is one result,so far, that particularly pleases me. There
are some bere who know- a man by thename of John Hyde, from Xondon. former
ly a member of this church, who apostatiz-ed and went back; and his great argument
against tbe- - Book of Mormon was that it
stated that the old Jaredltes and, perhaps,tbe Nephttes, ' who formerly lived on this
continent, had horses, while it Is well known
that horses were unknown to tbe aboriginalinhabitants of America when it was discov-e- d

by Columbus; and tbat there were no
norses nere until tney were imported from
Europe. Now, since Professor Marsh and
bis class began tbeir. lavestitrations, theyhave found among the . fossil i remains
of tbe extinct animals of America no
less than fourteen different kinds of
horses, varying in height from three to
nine feet. These discoveries made; Profess-
or Marsh's students feel almost a4! though
they could eat up these mountains, and
their enthusiasm for studying the geology
of tbe regions around Bridger's Fort was
raised to the highest pitch. In their re-
searches among these mountains they have
rot-- ea tne opinion inat mere was once a
large inland sea here, aad they think tbeyhave discovered the outlet where tbe water
broke forth and formed Greea River. Here
In these valleys and in these ranges of
mountains we can follow the ancient water
line. This discovery of .Professor Marsh
Is particularly pleasing to us "Mormons,"
because he has so far scientifically demon- -
srrateatne uoog or Mormon to oe true.
