All those
who bhad put en life<belts floated, and
were rescuaed by boats from the
steamer KEbra. which cruised around
until 4 o’cleck in the morping. Many
of the rescuoed lost wives, husbands,
brothers and sisters. The .survivors
were supplied with clothes and every-
thing possible was done fjito Insure
their comtort.
