Sbuis evident-
ly capable of drawing upon her ima-
gination and feeding the popular
mind with tbo sensational fiction
which it craves.

ThU persou, however, may be
made quite useful by that cfcus of
sccterian preachers that delight la
aatl - Mormon" stories, however
improbable and CiUc. Amoug them
she will bo made welcome. She will
"secure evidence," no doubt. Hut
proofs, none. These are not neces-
sary. There Is not a scintilla of
truth in the stories this person told
to the representatives of tho New
York press, and if tbey wanted facts
instead of romances there arc means
by which they could have obtained
theni from reliable sources. Ve pity
the (a!e creature who is selling Les-

sen to the father of lies for money,
and wc pity the deceived or deceiv-
ing preachers and others who have
employed her to do their dirty work.

JUSTICE XILLEI'.

Justice Milixh, of theSupreme
Court of the United States, has
passed beyond tbecoufllcUng scenes
of mortal life. He was a strong

duality, being endowed with
a powerful intellect, by torco of
which, under 'Divine Providence,
lie reached the prominent position
filled by him at the time of his
demise.

Samuel Frecrnau Miller was born
In Richmond, Kentucky, April Stb,
ISIS. lie graduated at the medical
department of Transylvania Uni-
versity, in It's native Slate, in 1533.
He practiced medicine a short time
and then took up the profession of
the law. lie was a stalwart advo-
cate of emancipation, and exerted
energy end abUity.IuUiefjrtberance
of that cause. He did not, hoa ever,
take any active part In politics, up
tolSS-l- . In that Tear he removed
to Iowa, where he entered tho
political field and there became
the recognizsd leader of the
Republican party. Xumsrotis State
and local offices were tendered him,
but he declined them all and de-

voted himself-t- his profession, with
which ho was ardently in love and
in which he rapidly advanced
reaching the foremost rank in the
State. In 1882 ho was appointed by
President Lincoln Associate Justice
ot the Supreme Court, which posi-

tion he filled i the time of his
death. IIe was not only an emi-

nent lawyer, but was conspicuous as
an accomplished public speaker.
This was probably the reason why
he was selected for ora'r at the
constitutional centennial conven-
tion celebration at Philalejphia on
September 15th, 1SS7.

The majority of tbepcopieof Utah
have reason to cherish the memory
of Justice Miller, whose rule of
official conduct was to administer
the law without prejudice. In sev-

eral suits in which the Latter-da-

SilntshtigooJ reason for assuming
the portion that local officials had
overridden the law in the interests
of an crusade,
Judge Miller always showed exem-
plary readinesi to enable appellants
to get their caes beto.re the court of
whose beach he was an able repre-
sentative. Tills disposition Induced
him to readily issue thb necessary
papers when it was requisite for a
member of the court of last resort to
take that step.

The logic (?) of the "Liberal"
organ in this city anj Its rem tri-
able consistency (?) havu
numerous illustrations and some
exposures.

OX CREATIOX ASD ETOLUriOX.

It Is curious to observe how the
sages or the world, I a their specula,
lions upon the origin and govern-

ment of tho universe Have shifted
ground at Various times.

The Inspired narrative of Moses

opens up with lhebriet statement
that "In the "beginning God

made the heavens mid the
earth," a declaration which
reveals at least three Important
facts. Impossible of discovery and
proof by any known mtthodof rea-

soning. It tells thai tEefe iraj a
beginug; that the universe was

made, and that the maker U God

(or, rather, the Gods, J7oMm). The
details of tho stupendous work, that
Is, how everything was made, havo
never been revealed .beyond tbe
mere statement that God spoke, and
creation was cCected. We are left
to Infer that in this "beginning,"
God, the Eterual, was surrounded
with mighty messengers who.at His.

supreme command, were able and
willing to cxecurs the divine Ideas

that were expressed In the command,
and which they gave a comprehen-

sible form la tbe existing creation.
The statements of Moca concern-

ing creation might well have been
taken for granted by any true phil-

osopher; they might Iiave been
mado the foundation of any real
system of speculative philosophy.
Had they been accepted as the first
axloais, tho world would by this
time havo bean far advanced In a
knowledge of the trutti. As it is,
It appears that the world has been
moving farther away from the truth
nil the time.

The old accounts of the creation
given by heathen philosophers and
preserved in the sagas of the people
are crude enough and yet stand
very near tho truth, in some partlc?
ulars. When, for instance, the
Chinese represent their god, J'tzn-to- u

cAe, as a little man who, with
Iiammer and chisel, he.Ted the globe

out of chaos, broke the granite
crusts and cirved his way through
every obstacle, until the earth, by
his lndcfatlzuable tEtigtncc, had
been reduced to a habitable world,
they havo at least preseved two Im-

portant truths: Tliat the creation
was affected by a personal being, and
that it is in the result of personal
diligent ellorts.

Ideas somewhat similar to thij-- wc
find in the ancient Scandinavian
mythology. Thor drives through
space on bis rumbling vehicle and
with the mighty blows of his ham-
mer breaks his way through chaotic
nature, while, with his thunder-
bolts, he sets the forces In motion on
which creation depeals. Under the
direction of the AH father," as ho

is called, tills thunder god and his
fellow-god- s tight the evil powers

and plan the present world, making
it a fit habltitliin for men, in whose
afialra they take a lively Interest un-

til the time of the consummation of
everything.

In all tho ancieut mythologies we
trace tho truth nnrs or lets plainly
expressed, that creation Is the
Tork of intelligent beings,
even If the details are very
much below ourpreseut conceptions.
There is always tome matter ex-

isting out of which personal gods
organize or arrange the visible
world. la this the heathens al-

though without Uie light of the
Bible always believed, in a crude
way, one of the truths expressed by
lbcinjilrej record.

As we, however, draw nearer our
own age, we find the "Christian"
philosophers, n ho pride themselves
upon being the only ones favored
with Uie true knowledge of things,
gradually drop out of tho philoso-
phy, the truth, that the world were
formed or organized out of already
existing matter. The "Christian"
sages are satisfied with the indis-
tinct ilea tliattheunlvcrhasbeen
made out of nothing. They have
retained the idea of a personal cre-

ator, partially adopting tho first part
of the Inspired statement; "God
(or gods) mado the heavens and the
earth." But the act of creation it-

self they hold to have consisted
in the uttering of words. God,
they hold, spoke, and as He formed
His words one by one, these ab-

stractions as it were, called tbe
variety of concrete objects

into existence, one by one, where
there previously was nothing an
Absolute vacuum. It is needless to
make any comment upon the quali-
ties of a mind that can be satisfied
with such an idea, but it Is very
curious to notice that the "Chris-
tian" sagesare Jut one step further
away from the revealed truth tlian
were the fanners of the heathen
mythologies.

To our own age belongs the dubi-
ous honor of having retrograded
another step, inasmuch as it Is be-

coming more and more popular to
ascribe the tormUIon of Via worlds
to Evolution. The phllosophj- - of
evolution discards the idea of a
personal Creator altogether. It sees
no intelligent design in the mag-
nificent structures of the universe.
It supposes the existence of matter
and an inherent force by which the
various motions bavo been caused
and whereby the present forms
have been effected.

It is indeed a matter of serious
consideration that the world has at
last been requested to accept as the
result of tbe closest investigations
by thcacutest thinkers, that there
Is no creator at all, that the origin-
ator of Vie universe cither does not
exist, or, what practically amounts
to the same thing, is absolutely un-

knowable. And to this wc have
come through the channel of the
accepted "Christian" sciences.

The theory of Evolution itself
may, as far as It endeavors to ex-

plain the modus operandi of the
creation, bo true or not true. The
world may or may not owe Its pres-
ent form to the disintegration cf
matter au J a change of motion in
Its molecular parts. The theory Is
probably gcod enough. But it Is a
theory, and nothing more, and may,
like its predecessors, have to give
place to something mora probable.
Philosophical system, built up as
they are by Inductive reasoning al-

ways have to be reconstructed as our
kuowleJge.of facts Increases. And
the theory of Evolution by no
means appears to give entire satis
taction.

Aa inquirer will always ask:
How diJ matter como to exist?
Did it not always exist? What
caused the motion of the molecular
parts? Aa far as our experience
goes, motion is an cUect. And an
cfleci a cause. What is
this cause In regard to the first
origin of evolution, or, rattier, con-

densation of matter? And here the
modem philosophy just leaves an
investigator in tho dark. It very
tar from solves the real difficulty In
the great question ot creation. It
only puts it an eternal moment back

In time and there leaves it unsolved.

Tbequcstioa Is, how did this visi-

ble world come Into existence? and
Evolution gives Ibb rather halve
answer, that it evolved out of

something that was never made.
Xow, to any ordinary mind It
would probably be Just as easy to

suppose the world in its present
form uncreated as to suppose that
It spontaneously evolved out of
something else tbal bad never lea
called Intoexlsteuce. The difficulty
is precisely the sahle.

So far all philosophers have, hen
they tried to go beyond tho word of
God, failed to explala the great
question of existence. And no

wonder; for although we live on tbe
earth, yet our knowledge of Its real

natureand tliatof the other bodies

of tho universe Is as yet dependent
on what wo can gather from our ob-

servation of the facts that come

within our limited range of obser-

vation. And the facts are not
sudclent to establish' the whole
truth apart from revtlatlon. It is

clear enough that in our present
state of existence we, as the Apostle
says, know only in part, and we
have no means of obtaining a full
knowledge of all the phenomena
that surround us. But as long as
this Is the case It is equally clear
that we can frame no perfectly re-

liable system of philosophy. Our
greatest wisdom is, therefore, to ac-

cept tbe instruction of Him who
knows the cfealion as a great master
knows tho work of his bands.

Suppose tbe following ca-- s. Some-- .
where la the ocean there U au is-

land. It is Inhabited by intelligent
beings, who havo never communl
catul with the outside world. One
day they perceive a vessel passing
the Island at some distance, a sight
they havo nevix seen before. They
would naturally endeavor to explain
to themselves that phenomenon.
What is It? How did it come to
exist, and by what laws is it gov-

erned? All they knew and could
know about it was contained lathe
observations made from tbe shore.
They could sec a largo olject mov-

ing la the water. They perceived
that it moved Independentof winds,
currents and tide. They could ob-

serve its masts, riggings, etc These
were all tho facts they could gather.
What a variety of theories would

not these Islanders be likely to form?

One might say that it had been

formed by some known sea monster
for shelter, perhaps. Anotlier might
pronounce it to be some unknown
specimen of animal. Oao might
contend that It was n supernatural
being, and some would, no doubt,
start the idea that It was simply an
object formed by the process of evo-

lution out of particles of water. Tbe
molecular particles of Uie ocean liad

been moved upon and finally nftir
a long, long period of time had
assumed the form of a ship. Of

course, any of these theories might
for a tlmo satisfy the inquirers on
that Wand. But let these philos-

ophers como la contact with men oa
the ship. Let them hear the captain
give a description of tho building of

tho vessel. Let them go on board

and see for themselves. How would

their ideas change, and how silly
would they be, if they refused to

give credit to the instructions of

thoo uho knew Uie nature of the
object.

Now, we are In Uie same condi-

tion in relation to tho universe as
those islanders In regard to the ves-

sel. If we havo nothing but our
own observations on which to found
our theories, wo will be led to all
kinds of absurdities. And all our
philosophers from Aristotle down to

Spencer when they are in a
position to view th universe, not
from tho shdro only, will find that
they havo attempted to solve what
was with tho present amount of
knowledge, apart from revelation,
lusolvable.

To believe wiUi a childlike falUi
the word of God which declares
that the worlds were made for cer-

tain purposes by tho Almighty Cre-

ator, and to live for an exaltation
that wiU cnible us hereafter to ob-

tain a full knowledge of how it was
made, appears to bw the most sound
philosophy ever conceived. It Is
satisfactory alike to mind allJ heart,
because it unites man with his
Eternal Father.

TltOl'liLOUS TIMES.

Tun Xcw York Trxbune draws
this gloomy picture of the times:

"History teaches that the closing

In .Italy the misery Is so ap-
palling that starvation Is depopulating
entire districts, and from every
qnarter of tho globo como tales of
mined crops, destroyed herds and
devastated homes.

While no one country or district
canbesakltqbavn escaped, It would
appear as If the forces of Xatare had
concentrated their principal efforts for
evil upon the central portion of Eu-
rope. Germany, Switzerland, a part
of France, and in particular Austria,

Tbe phylloxera has for the first time
on record secured a foothold in the
vineyards of the Champagne and of
tho Itblne, and threatens completely

nation.
Without atacblng undae Import-

ance to the fears and terrors of tbe
Bohemians, who regard as tho worst

of omens tho disappearance of tbo

talue of S John a statue which was.

pious pilgrims-- It must be admitted

that many Europeans bavo every rea-

son to view the approach of the com
Ing winter with fear and apprehen- -

OX A ItCSAWAV EXCISE.

Alcohol and tobacco are
mere tritics in comparison, evea If
they be used to execs. I didn't
stay long In tho business. I like ex-
citement; but runnlngacaaaoa bill
express, whoso schedule Ume was
sixty miles au hour, Is a Ilttio too
mueh evea for me. But the three
months' Ume that I ran No. TO was
not sufficient for mo to realize the
Injury It was doing ray nervous

So that was not tho real rea-

son tbal led to tay abandonment of
the throttle forever.

"I had only been on, aa I said,
about three months, when by tome
carelessness or vlciousiiess one of
tho engines, known as the mountain
climber, got away with full steam
on and started down the road on a
moa?ura of death aud destruction.
I had Just finished a long nib and
was preparing to go home, when
the tralu dispatcher rushed wildly
outuf hlsofilcoand told Uie news.
The track had been cleared, he said,
and there was nothing to stop the
mad rush of the locoxiotlvo until It
should dash into the station at Gal-
veston and plow Its way through
bricks and mortar until both the
building and tbe locomotive were
ruined.

"I had plenty or nerve then, and
I suppose by your laughing you
think I liare lost none cf It, but I
am free to confess Uiat I would not
dare to undertake, the task I rue
etasfully accomplished that day.
Perliajnit was the excitement and
enthusiasm of tho moment which
led me to volunteer to lasso Uiat
locomotive I always sniifo when I
recall tho look of incredulity Uiat
met my confident assertion Uiat I
could catch and arrest the mad Ulght
of tbo runaway, but I was so confi-
dent Uiat they gavo rue n bearing,
and I finally secured the service of
a sturdy Iridi lad as fireman. In
loss than three minutes after
tho ill'patch had been I
was on my engine, tilth steam
slowly coming up again, and pull-
ing out as rapidly as pcssble to meet
the coming terror.

Well I reversed
my cnglnu and started running
away, gradually Increasing my
speed until we setUvd down to a
comfortable SO miles an hour, tho
Irish lad meanwhile keeping on a
ttrrifilcpressuro of steam.

OX THE SAME TRACK.

We niilit have run Into almct
anything, for I did not look ahead
at all; my eyes were strained until
they jained mo looking up the
track lor the runaway. It might
havu been ten minute?, more or less

it seemed like years to me. Fin-
ally we heard the rumble and roar
of the monster. It didn't take her
long to heave in sight, aud she was
a coming a humming. For the first
time I confrso, I lost my nerve. It
was only momeiiLiry. however, and
then I opeued my throttle andanay
wewenu There uas a good mile
straight track between us when I
fir--t caught sight of her; Uien we
turneiacurvu and she was out of
sight If not out of hearing. When
she did come sbe bad gained on us
nearly half n mile.

I shut offsteama trific, and when
wettruckaplccoof level track but a
quarter of a mile separated us. I
told Irish to keep up pressure, and
the way he did it is a wonder the
boiler of didn't bust. She kept
getting nearer and nearer, and still
It was all I could do to keep from
throwing wide tho tlirottlo and
siceding away from her. But I kept
my nerves as steady as though Uiey
were of Iron.
