Ldidor Desvrct News:

T'he approaching presidential elec-
tion, Which, at every place eutside
of Philadelphia and the Cenlennial,
is the topic of all-absorbing inter
eat, has,so far at least, doue nothing
in tha way of dec¢ n.usmg the num-
ber of visitors. On the contrary,
although  such a thing seems
strange, the directors of the show
have actually succeeded in turning
it to some account, as bas been sut-
ficiently proved on New York Day,
when the welladvertlsed an-
nouncement that Gov. Tilden was
to hold areceplion in the New York
state building, drew large numbers
of people who,thought It worth fifty
cents to shake hands with the demi-

veratic presidential candidate., A
repetition of this oeoccurred on
Thursday, Olio Day, when the

standard bearer of the ropublican
party, Gov., Hayes, intended to
vislt Philadelphia, ‘*not for any
political purpose, but simply {o seo
the Centeanial.” It was well un-
derstood, however,that there would
be a rﬁct-ptiuu in the Buckeye
building, and so thousands of wor-
thy Philadelphians who,weecks ag

declared themselves to be “'sick niu
tired of 4the Centennial,” dild not
Leosilate Lu‘julu thejr;westeru Lreth-
ren in the hope of gelling a chance
to slinke hands with one of the cel.
ebrities of the day. But, ala:! how
often human hopes are foiled. He-
fore it wastwo o’clock, the Gover-
nor eame o the conclusion that it
would take him several days tu
shake hands with the multitude
assemibled in front of the building,
and =0 he politely informed his
friends, i his good-natured and
jocular manm»r.llmt he would have
to “take a resi.’” Upon this an-
nouncement, which was received
good-naturedly by the westerners
and resignedly by the Philadelphi-
ans, Lthe crowd slowly dispersed,
and Gov. Hayes, accompanied by
Gen, Hawley aud a few fricuds,
commenced ‘‘taking in the show g

The attendanee on Ohio Day was
something over one hundred and
twenty thousand, and, considering
that there were neither fireworks,
ner tournament, nor balloon ascen-
sious, RBor any other mere popular
attractions, the showing for the
Duckeye Siate was certainly won-
derfully good.

The tinancial results of the Fx-
position, up te the present time,
have surprised even those among
the managers whose calculations at
the outset were most sanguine, the
actual eush receiptsbeing far in ex-
cess of what had been estimated.
Nobody ever expucted that the Ex-
hibition would “pay,’ and a defi¢it
of several millions was predicted
by everyone who pretended to
know anything about iostitutions
of this c{)aractur. It is, therefore,
gralifying to know, that the total
expenditures will but very slightly
exceed Lhe total income; anud also,
that our international Exhibition
has been more succesaful in this
ditection Than either that at I’aris
in 1560 or that at Vienna in 1572
When we consider the superior
facilities that France amd Austria
have for making undertakings eof
this kind a success, we will be
justified in looking back with some
pride upon our industrial show of
76 a9 & proof of what our nation,
though young, is capablo of accom-
pll-*hmg

In a former letter | mentivued a
subject whieh, at the time, threat-
ened to lead to aserious disagree-
ment hetween theoe evitizenas of Phi-
ladelphin aud the Park Commis
sioners of that city. 1 mean the
retention of the main Exhibiton
Building, whieh, in spite ol wvoth
public and newspaper opinion, the
commissioners obatinately refused
to consent to. After a number of
meetings, and several spirited diz-
cussions, they have tinally eonclud-
ed to permit the people to have
their own way, and the main build-
ing will remain. Philadelphia is
now to have a permnanenl exhibi-
tion of industry and art,at a low
rate of admisasion; if it will pay, isa
doubtful question, but our Quaker
brethren will be willing to saeri-

fice something for the glory of
keeping the main building until
the next Centennial, or till it falls
to pieces.

Those who have * been there”
will pro 1bly take an iuterest in

knowing what dHsposition s to be
made of the immense hotels erect-
ed for the sccasion in the vicinity
of the Centennlal grounds; the
“Traps Continental” will remain
as long as the main building
does; so will the “United States,’

both of these being compara-
tively substantial structures. The
H(ilobe” will be removed ia sec-

tinns (as the Philadelphia papers
gravely slale) to the sunny shores
of New Jersey, where it will in fu-
ture years furnish the summer resi-
dence of marriageabls maidens,
fashionable flirts, tourists and mos-
quitoes. It is important that the
reader should know that it will be
removed ‘‘in sectlions,” tl.e entire
soructure being some 500 or 900
feet long. The ‘**Atlas™ hotel will
be sold for the lumber it countains,
a chance by the way for some en.
terprising speculator to lay in a
stock of splinters, with a view to
supplying relics for the next cen-
tennial.

Now that the Exhibition is near-
ly over,itis easy by a walk through
the main bullding, to find out
which of the foreign exhibits have
taken best with our citizens, judg-
ing from the sales that have been
made. The Bwiss exhibits have
nearly all been sold, but they cou-
sist mostly of little nick- -nacks,
tempting as Centennial souvenirs.
Holland will take but very little
bome, and HBweden scarcely any-
thing, T'he latter country bas
magnanimously made a present to
the Smithsonian Institute at Wash-
ington, of ils entire agriculturai,
piscatorial and mineralogical ex-
bilg'u.. Liyssia bas sold one-halfand
Germany over three-fourths of their
eéxhibits. lItaly and Spain bhave
made satisfactory sales. (‘anada
has disposed of some $10,000 worth

of fure: Turkey bas sold some car-
ts ‘and rugs. - Denmark svme
20,000 worth of poltery. Norway

all her furs and fi gree silverware;
and China and Japan, last but not
leasl on the list of successiul Lrades-
men, will leave about two-Lhirds of
their exhibits in t 1}6 country.

The weather, which has for the
past several weeks been remark-
ably favorable for this season of the

ear, still conlinues so. Overcoals,

t is true, are in demand, but, forti-
fled with one, the Centennial will
furnish exorc‘m enough to keep

{anyone warm and lively for the

twelve or fourteen days Lhat re-
main. o
