Of course the foregoing statement

is made up of stale materials, the
facts upon which It is based bei.g
generally known and notorious.

They are not more niusty, hou ever,

than the suggestions for

the cure of the evil. It is a very
simple matter to make a suggestion,

but it is frequently impracticable to
carry into eUVct what Is offered in
that line. We observe that a gnod deal
of gratuitous advice doubtless well
meant is tendered to the police au-

thorities. They are advised, in so
many words, to have an occasional

out of town.

The vagrancy ordinance i the
frail base u;iou which tins proioi-tio- n

is founded, and the general ap-

pearance of the human bird of prey

the cause of seizure. It ought to be
understood by this time that the pos-

session of beetle brows, a slouchy

acters canuot be designated by such

distinctive features, because they do
not have them. On the con-

trary, many of them are sleek,

oily and jiersuaslve, when
not engaged iu the practice of their
profession. Many of them cannot
be treated under the vagrancy act
either, they carry a visible
muaasof supportin their ockets.

The most effective method that
we are cognizaut of is a vigorous
police service uuder a regime that
will cope with the situation. There
are doubtless some "sticks" in the
service, but there are no doubt
some efficient officers as well. They
are, however, at a disadvantage.
Thopoliceon our streets, night and
day.can be seen parading about clad
in their uuitnrms, and carrying
drooping from the right band what
in the distance looks like a lengthy
section of Bologin sausage, but
which fa an enormous baton or club.

The officer thu?cquip!icd presents
a unique picture. In gazing at him
no one suppo-e- s for a moment that
he l such an attraction to a
"tough' as to cause the Litter to ru.--h

into his arms exclslming, in plead-
ing tone", "I am a terror from
Chicago; please arrest me." On
the contrary, the thieves and cut-

throats, seeing the officer and hfa
elongated stall in the dim distance,
go aroutid the other block to evade
him as an oletructiouist.

The fact is, the uniforming busi-

ness ha? been ruu to an extreme
that is highly simply, we
presume, I wcauso it was a Liberal"'
camjaigu cry. The safety of the
community seems to demand that at
leant a portion of the force shall not
be placed practically in a position
equal to exclaiming to criminals
who ilace guards out when plying
their vocation "l.ook out, I'll be
along directly If you don't get out
of the way in a hurry."
