authority and is binding upon its
believer; and that such PreslJect
is the only earthly
through which that advice can
authoritatively come to them.

This alleged revelation 1 regard
as an authoritative cxpre-lo- of
the Church of Jesus ClirMof Lat

y Saints against the practice
of lolygmy. If this action is in
good l.utli the officer and members

My confide! ce in human nature,
and charity for my fellowmeu, lead
me to accept such a solemn declara-
tion, and the expression of such a
good, purpoe as being honest and
sincere. Hereafter I will not make
the simple fact that an applicant is
a memb-- r of the Morrain Church
a bar to his admission.
