One can take a lesson as the
master of the feast daintily lifts
cakes or confections and places them
ontheplato or paper before each
gucsL The Chinese chopsticks are
longer than Die Japanese, often'
metal tipped and slecoraled, and are
used again and again. Mankariues
carry their own sliver tipped Ivory
chopsticks to a feast, wipe tiitm
clean, and carry them honio again
when it Is over.

In tbe common restaurants in
Chinese cities tlie chopsticks consti-
tute a lottery fur the patrons. All
tho sticks are kept together in a
deep, round box, and certain ones
are marked on tbe lower end with a
Chinese character or number. The
ones who select those chopticks from
the box are entitled to an extra dish
or portion nlthout charge. In the
old city of TIen-TsI- particularly,
onois half deafened w hen ho parses
a restaurant by the rattling of the
boxes of chopsticks and tbe shrill
voices of the proprietors scrtecliing
the merits of the establishments at
