a tax as this from property owners
without their consent? O. C

There has been considerable doubt
as to the validity of the city ordi-

nance which authorizes Uie assess-

ment of a special tax of eight cents
per foot frontage for sprinkling the
Kreels. The rule of law is that a
municipal government may not levy
a special tax for any jmrposc
wiUioutspcclQc authority to do so,
embraced In Its charter, or granted
'y tbe superior legislative power,
statute jurrorting to give, or
nhich aro claimed to confet, autiior- -

Ity to levy a special tax, will be
strictly construed, and the presum'j-tio-n

will be agilnst the claim of

power, unless tbe intention to give
It la reasonably clear. Tho men-
tion of tbcurrio-sr.- special
