The pur
poe of thin communication is to once
more direct the attention of yonr hon-
orable body and tho proper committee
to the fact that we axe in no condition
to cope with fires such as detroved
the Kinwoodey building and later tho
Opera Housu. There exists an imier-ativ- e

necessity for taking action to
improve tho department. Wo only
have thirteen men: wo have not on
hand a sufficient supply of hoe: we
havonot the requisite number of en-
gines, sjitico we cannot hope to con-
trol a large fire with a high wind, I
would therefore sogget as follows:

Kirt That there bo 3no) fwt of
purchased: the old hose on hand

I have found from my experience in
the Opera House fire would not
stand tho pressure of the steamers.

Second 1 would respectfully a'k
that immediate action be taken upon
the question of the purchase of a lot
for building a housu for a department
on the most suitable site.

Third I respectfully ask for two
more horses for steamer Xo. !!, the
old team used at present ia too old and
was completely exhausted in going to
the fire at the Salt Lake Ilrawery and
thereby causing a delay of at least 20
minutes in making the run with en-
gine Xo. iFourth I respectfully recommend
that tho city purchase a lo: in the
southern part of the rity on either
Fourth or Fifth South, not exceeding
two bloi-k- from Main Street, for the
purKseof erciing another houxi for
the department.

Fifth I respectfully ask for a
piston engine to be placed at one of
these stations.

Sixth I also recommend the pur-
chase of another Silsby engine.

excessively hot weather. Mayor
Scott suggested that I should go and
speak with the Marshal. I did B3,
and fepeatcd to hint what I had said
to the mayor. Marshal Young
agreed with me that it would be a
most unwise proceeding to light a
bonfire In the spot contemplated,
and remarked, further, that the s

had no right lo do so. He com-
municated, therefore, with the
uhairman of the Liberal committee,
stating tho views which he had
previously expressed to me on tlie
subject.

I visited the placn shortly
before the hour arranged ror the
commencement o! tho meeting,
and with thu of a few
others removed tho lumber, shav-
ings, c!c. to tho oilier side of the
ditch. When the band arrived, ac-

companied by several memliers or
the Liberal orty, I stated that I
and my friends had no desire what-
ever to intrude tioii their proceed-
ings, but, at tlie same time, inted
out that the promoters of thu affair
had no business to make a fire upon
privat" ground. Thereuiioti

commenced toquibble
with me, and said It was "very
small buslucsa" for ran to go and
consult the mayor upon. 1 replied
to this observation by asking him to
whom I should go It not to tlic
mayor or marshal In the event or
protection to property being re-

quired. Furthermore, I a'sured
him that I had nut come there to
quarrel or dispute with anyone
Uiat all I wished was a fair and
clear u ndcrsta tiding uiou the mat-
ter, and that having thus remons-
trated thev could now go ahead
with their meeting. The materials
fur the bonfire having been cleared
off, I walktj away, lint I have
since learned that abuse was pretty
freely heaped upon m after 1 letU
I may state thai when I waited

the Mayor and Marshal, loth
gentlemen treated me with every
courtesy, and lifter hearing what I

had to say, told me that they hail
already received a similar complaint
fromanotlicr source.
