¥First—That the patents for public
lands be glven to actual setilers unly.

second—That all laod- owned by 10~
dividuals or corporatiens. in excess of
160 acres, whether improved land or
unimproved, shall be taxed to the full
valie of the improved land. -

Thlrd—(hm.ﬁ for sthe immediate
forfeiture ot 1 lands where condi-
tions of the grant have not been com-
plled with.

Fourth—Asking that patents on
lands where the' conditions bave been
complied with be issued forthwith so
that taxation may take effect at once,

Filith—Calling for the removal of
fences from the public domain.

Sixth—That afibr 1890, the gov-
ernment shall by purchase and by the
right of eminent domain obtain J)oa-
si-.lsalon of all tho lands new held by
allens.

sSeventh—That after 1880, allens shall
aepromblted trom acqulring title to

nds.

Eighth—Asking the aholition of all
laws requiring a property qualification
for voters, :

Ninth—Rrqguesting the passage of a
law levying a graduated income tax.

Tenth—Piotesting against the cutting
down ¢f the appropriation for the La-
bor Bureau.

Eleventh— Asking for the passaye of
biils approved by the Congressivnal
Luabor Comwittee.

I'wellth—Asking for the passage of a
luw prohibiting the employwent In
wmites, shops, lactories, ete,, of minors
