The water
blocked up at the east end of the town
to the bank against the Panhandle
Railroad. The bank gave way sud-
denly and the flood cam dashing
through the town along Shawnee Creek
in waves 15 or 20 feet high and J swept
away 20 or 30 houses and did $100,000
Worth of damage.
