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Judge Kelly calls attention to the
fact that his proposition to issue a
two per cent, bund, if the govern-
ment shall issue any refunding bond
at all, is one that would have leen
impossible in another country at any
time. He is confident, however,
no matter' what the immediate ef-
fect of issuing such a bond might be,
its ultimate eh'ect would Ik-- good.
1 lowever, if the talk of members uf
the com nil t tee and other Gongress-me- n

caiube considered reliable, a
bill wi)!e passed authorizing a
three per fH'ht. !ond to a sufficient
amount W retire all maturing bonds
and giving increased discretion to
: he Secretary of the Treasury as to
the amount of them to lx- - sold.

The announcement of General O.
(). HowarS as commandant at West
Point, will, displease the generality
of army officers located at Washing-
ton. Howard is not popular among
them. They will say, and 1 know
many intelligent officers who believe
it, that th. General is a "politician."
He is not, though he certainly has
convictions on Klitical subjects. It
is one of the peculiarities of army
officers wlf remain here long, that
they become extremely conserva-
tive withoiit knowing it, ami hold
other officers to Ix- - of another faith
who say nothing whatever of poli-
tics.

He was raised up to stand

marked on several occasions when
conversing with his brethren:
'brethren, you do not know me. 3 00
do not know who I am." As I rt
marked at our priesthood meeting
on Friday eveniug,I have heard him
in my early days while conversing
with the brethreu, say, (at the same
time smiting himself on the breasts
'l would to God that I wuld unlx-so-

my feelings in the house of my
friends." Joseph Smith Mas or-

dained before he came here, the
same as Jeremiah was. Said the
I .ord unto him, ' liefore you wen
begotten I knew you" Ac.

So do I believe with regard to thi-eopl- e,

so do I believe with regard
to the apostles, the "nigh priests,
seventies and Ww elders of
bearing the holyJpriesthood,I Indieve
they were ordained before they came
here; and I llieve the God of Israel
has raised themup,and has watched
over them from their youth, and has
carried them through all the scenes
of life both seen and unseen, and has
prepared them as instruments in hi
hands to take thi9 kingdom and l)ear
it otr.

nd he also talked tome with regard
to the mission of the Twelve A ost lo-

in the I'.esh, aud he laid before 1 ne
( h work they had to perform; and
he also spoke of the reward they
would receive after death. And
there were man 3-

- other things he
laid before mo in his interview on
that occasion. Aud when I awoke
many of the things he had told mo
were taken from me, I could not
comprehend them. I have had
many interviews with Brother Jos
eph until the last 15 or 20 years of
mv life; I have not seen......him for that
length or time, inn uunng my
travels in the southern country last
winter I had many interviews with
President Young, and with Heber

Kimball, and Geo. A. Smith, and
Jedodiah M. Grant, and many
others who are dead. They attended
our conference, they attended our
meetings. And on one occasion, I

saw Brother Brighani and Brother
Heber ride in a carriage ahead of
the carriage iu which I rode when I

wasonmy way to attend conference;
and they were dressed in the most
priestly robes. When we arrived at
our destination'! asked Preat. Young
if he would preach to us. lie said,
"No, I have finished my testimony
in the flesh I shall not talk to this
people ; any Jmore. But (aaid he) I
have come to see you; I have come
to watch over you, and to see what
the people are doing. Then (said
he) 1 want you to teach the people

and I want you to follow this coun--

sel yourself that they must labor
and so liver as to obtain the Holy
Spirit, for without this you cannot
build up this kingdom; without the
Spirit of God you are in danger of
walking in the dark, and in ganger
of failing to accomplish your calling
as apostles and as elders in the
church and kingdom of God.
