Manila the capital of the Philippines
IIs eltuateil in the Island ol Luzon at
the mouth of the river Pal which
empties Into the bay of Manila Tho
city was founded In 1571 In 1645 It was
almost entirely destroyed by an earth
quake In which upwards of 300 lives
were lot In ISM a mat part ot the
