P'rof. Lewlis proceeded with Arith-
metio, first, however, excusing
himself for some remarks which
might infringe upon the subject of
Theory and Practice. It cannot be
held that in schools or even colleges
an education is completed. On the
contrary it is only begun, for the
teacher, in the short time allotted
to him, can Jo no more than lay
the foundation for the education to
be recured only by the student him-
solf. So in arithmetic we only
teach that which by subsequent
practice will be belter understood.
He also showed the mnecessity of
making arithmeltic practical vther-
wise than in name.

The difficulty of understanding
decimal fractions he belleved to be
caused by not understanding the
decimnl point. _He considered this
merely asa mark of convenience,
the unit iteelf being the true divi-
dend point, as we find tens on its
left and tenths on its right. Ratio
and Proportion should be fully ex-
plained, in order that their differ-
ence may be fully appreciated.
Cause and Effect, the true method
of Proportion, according to the lec-
turer’s experience, was fect fully
enough explained in our text-
books.

He
showed the necessily of teaching
composition at an early age, but
not in such a manner as to cause a
dislike for the exerclse, but rather
to induce pupils to express on
paper those llttle ideas which
every child has and is willing to
talk about.

BEC. 8.—0On payment to the City
Treasurer of the sum of $250.00, the
Mayor may issue a license to the
applicant to earry on business, for
a period of three months, as a liquor
dealer, to sell epirituous and fer-
mented liquors of any kind, and in
any quantity, wholesale, retail and
by the dram, in the tenement or
bullding named in the applieation.

SEC. 4.—No License granted un-
der this ordinauce shall be assigna-
ble or transferable, or authorizs any
person or personus other than those
named in thea License, to carry on
the business therein specified; and
0o person or persons shall carry on
the business provided for in this
Ordinance at any other place than
the one designated in such License;
Provided: That the City Council
may, on application by the jparties
interested, authorize the assign-
ment of the License, or a change
in the place of business.

SEC. 5.—The Mayor, whenaver in
his judgment the peace, good order
or safety of the City or 1ts inhabit-
ants shull require it, and on Muni-
cipal, Couuty or Territorial election
days, Fourth of July, Decoration
Thanksgiving and all Territorial
and National holidays, may, by
proelamation, ferbid the sale, giv-
ing away, orin any way disposing
of spirituous or fermented liquers
for any given period, not to exceed
twenty-four hours at any one time;
apd avy person who shiall sell, bar-
ler ar give away, any spirituous or
fermented liquors in eontravention
of said proclamation shall, on con-
viclion, be fined not to exceed one
hundred dollars for each offeuse,
any license to the contrary not.
withstanding.

BEC. 8.—Auny person obtaining
License under this Ordinance shall
be subject to the following regula-
tions: He shall fuithfully observe
and keep all ordinancea in force in
relation to liquor duriag the period
of such license; heshall not keep
open his bar, house or place for the
sale of liguors, nor sell, give away,
nor in any manner deal in by him-
sc1f, servanl, or other person, any
spirituous or fermented liquors be-
tween the hours of teno’clock p.m.
and six o'clock a.m., on any day of
the week; he shall prohibit all gam-
ing, with or without betting, by
means of dominoes, cards, dice, or
other articles, every game of chance,
aud every other descripuion of gamn-
ing or gambling; and, on the proe-
lamation of the Mayor for all liquor
eatablish ments to be closed, he shall
discontinue business during the
period of such proclamation. He
shall not In any wise dispose of
liguers to any persen under four-
teen years of age, nor to auy
Indian; he shall prohibit music,

dancing, druvkenness and all
riotous or disorderly gonduct on his
prew ises,

BEC. 7. —If any person shall

keep any house or place within the
corporate limits of this city, for the
purpose of selling, or otherwise dis-
posing of spirituous or fermented
liquors, as provided in this Ordin-
aunce, withoult first baving obtained
a license therefur, as herein provi-
ded, on conviction thereof he shall
pay a floe of one hundred dollars
for the first offense, and if convict-
od of a second otfense a flne of one
hundred dollars and be 1mprisoned
not to exceed thirty days; and
for each subsequent conviction a
fine of one hundred dollars and im-
prisonment not to exceed slx
months,

SEC. 8, —Any person violating
any of the provisions of this Ordin-
auce, for which no penalty is here—
in provided, shall on eonvietion
pay a fine not to exceed oue hun-
ered dollars for each offense.

BEC. 9. — All  ordinances and
parts of ordinances relating to the
sale of spiritueus or furmented
liquors, in conflict herewith, are
hereby repealed: Provided the re-
peal uf such ordinunces shall not
affect any righta accerued or labili-
ties for fines and penalties incurred;
but all such rights and liabilities
may ULe maintained and enferced
the same as if said ordinances and
parts of ordipances had remalned
in full force.
