Dick on the Hunday prevlout, and
arrived In the locality n few dnya before,
In order to vlilt frlenJt. When
they arrived they found the people tu
the dlatrlct In an uproar about the
mltaloiiirlra, and a numtcr of them
cuntplred to take them out of tliu
meeting and put them uver th river
into an adjacent county and demand
that they remain away jwrmtnenlly.
They alto tbrcaleneJ Mr. Dick. Ths
latter ttale-- that at lie had agrred to
allow the brethren to hold meellug at
hit place be would tland by It If tbey
dcalrrd, no matter what might come ot
It It waa concluded, however, to glv
up the Idea of filling the appointment,

The mob did not learn of thla Inten-
tion and about aeventy-flv- of them
gathered at tho place aptiolnUHl for
meeting. Hubtcquently they procured a
warrant for the arrett of tho Kldert, on
a charge of uommlttlng a breach of
the peace. Tfie brethren did not evado
th Itaue, being Inuocent, and were
placed under arrett. bile In cuttody
and on the way to Alliemarlo, J, 11.

Blmpton, the complatnlug wltneae,
apiroacbed the brethren and tried lo
Induce them lo leave the county and
the charge would be withdrawn. They
refuted to do no, Thlt ditap
pointed the aceuter, who knew Ibe
mob had no cae. About fifty mau
were gathered on tho road to take the
prleonrra from the cuttody of the
ofllcertand drive them out of the lo-

cality, but their courage did not rtTicli
the"ttlcklng point," and Albemarle
wat rvaobed lu aafety.
