They were active workers, they wort
but a small amount of clothing, they
lived much in th open air, and their
dwelling were without atove and far--
naoe heat. If any one In three days
will exercise In the open air, ao that
each day he will p rapt re moderately,end ir he will wear thin undergarments,
or none at all. and sleep in a cold room,
the ranctlons'of the skin will enffer
little or no Impediment if water ia with
held for month. Indeed bathing la not
the only way 10 which lu health rai ac-

tion can be maintained by those living
nnder th condition at present existing.
Dry friction over the whole surface of
the body, once a day or more In two
days, Is often of more service than the
application of water. Tbe reply of the
centenarian to tbe inquiry, to what
habit of life he attributed hla good
health and xtrem longevity, that be
believed It due to "rubbing himself all
over with a cob every night," is significant or an Important truth.

If Invalids and persons of low vitality
would use dry friction and Dr. Frank

Cleanliness la next to godlineaa, no
doubt, and a proper and Judicious use
or. water ia to be commended; bat hu
man, beings are not amphibious. Nature
indicates that the functions of tht skin
should be kept in order mainly by mus-
cular exercise, by exciting natural per
spiration oy laoor; ana aeucioas as is
the bath, ana healthful under proper
regulations, it la nOBubetitute for that
exercise of the body without which all
the functions become abnormal.

Ihalde the dty the sedition craw
moro violent, tho parti ran of John, and
Blmoa murdering each other dally, and
rdnaderlnar the temnle of tha sacred
voseala. A rumor spreading In th Ro
man camp that tht Jewish arvreo,
Bwallowad their manev be fort thty Itft
Jerusalem, led to the murder. In onO
algWt,Joepbn aaye, of nearly two
thousand of thaa unhappy creatures.

spread Ilka a deluge over the city, Blew
all tht JewB they met In the narrow
lane, and aet fire to tht house. In
many of thaea thty found entire faml-li- e

dead of hanger, and these places,
In their horror, the soldiers leftnnplan- -

dared. Tha Romana, weary at laat, of
aiaylng, Titos gave orders that no Jw,aulas found with arms in bis hande,
should be killed. Bat some soldiers
till went on butchering the old and

Infirm, and dliving tb youths and
women Into tbe Inner court of the Urn.
pie. Th male under seventeen were
sent to th Cgyptlan mine; aeveral
thouaaada ware given to provisional
