The Shapghal Cowrier.ol October Sth
says: ‘“The Viceroy Tseng has tele-
graphed to Kung Taotal stating that
two Chinese gunhoats were wrecked
off Sung-wing a lew days ago, and or-
dered that an investigation be made
nnmediately and report to pim the re-
=glt. Kupg Taotul lLas accordingly
deputed bis Wel-yuen, Mi. Kou, to
proceed to these2ne ot the wreck, and
ue Jett here yesterday io a small pun-
“oat c:: ugcertsin the cause of the dis-
aster.

Coinamen who favor the introduc-
tion of railways imto their county, says
4 Shapghai paper, will be encouraged
by legining wbat though the Tokio-
Yokohama railway cost 4,000,060 yen,
being the first line bollt In Jupun and
vonstructed euvtirely by foreigners, it
has already paid {or ltself oot of tbe
anpual protits up to the ced of last
vear, Subsequent raiiways in Jupaw
have been much more cheaply con-
structed, and wiln Lie experisnce ot
rallway building in tle cast that has
been gained in India, Burmabh ana
Japanp, China should now be able to
provide herself with the iron wagy at a
comparatively moderate cost.

Aceording to the Canton correspond-
ent of tbe North China Daily News

are now thirty-iwo batialions ol Chi-
pese troops on the island, The corres-
pondent adds: “The two Kunang pro-

By the last malls news was brought
ot the wrock of an nokunown vessel off
I'sung Miug IsTand, but no particulars
were given. It now turns out that the
wrecked vessel was the bark Envoy,
Captain Dethlefisen, én route from
Sinm, to Shanghal, with a wiscellan-
eous cargo. bShe bad a number of pas-
songers, and there wore d8souls,al
told, on board. The bark went astore
on the morning of Seplember 17th,
during a slornm, and wds a total loss,
But «ix of the persons on board were
gaved, and they noderwent much hard-
ship., The underwrlters seunl a boat
and two agents to the scene of the
wreck to sce If awnythiog could be
gaved, but they were driven off by pi-
rates and were obliged to return with-
out accomplisbing the object ot their

expedition.

At a fire in Cantonh recently, aceord-
ing to the correspondent of the North
China Daity News, the fire brigades
asked General llsa Chen-piso, Jately
commpuunder of the Chinese gunboat
Itai Tung Msiung, who had barricaded
the doors of his house 1o keep out the
tbieves, Lo open hils door and allow the
engines to draw supplies from bhis
wells, This the Geperal refused to de
atd threslened Lo shoot apy vne who
attempted to force the door. An at-
tempt was wade and tbe General was
as rood as his word, shootlog one of
the hesieging party from the roof or
wall or bis houre. This further in-
censed tbe firemen, who, reinforced,
renewed the attack, Seeing his house
was likely to be taken by storm, the
General renewed opcerations, kihlnp_
two men on the spot and wounding
a number of others, some of whomjare
dying, Eventually the sleze was given
up, put all the approaches to the house
were barricaded.

The Chungking correspondent of the
Shaoghal Mercury writes as follows
concerning the recent riots in that

revince: ‘At present, as far as [ can
earn, guiet prevails thraughout Kast-
ern Szechuen., ‘Three of tbe leaders in
the attack on the Catholic collcge and
mission premises at Peb-s0-shu have
been arrested, and are being tried be-
fore the Pa Hsien and the two Wei-
uens that came from the capiwmal. It
s thought they will lose their beads, as
oue of the soldiers sent there 10 pro-
tect the pluce was killed and several
othbers wounded. It was also at this
place that one of the fathers lost his
iife. There are numerous olher places
that have been pillaged aud buarped.
The leaders and 18any of the mob are
kuown, bul not & wan has been arrest-
e a1 yet, and Lthere are no indications
thal any will be. Every action of the
officlals indicates ihelr detennination
ti get the affuir lurred over, as has al-
ways been done herclofore, by payiog
for the damage done.
A former Bishop has been scverely
cepsured for the chsant troubles,
through his misplaced leniency in not
allowing the law to 1ake its course. In
a former riot in Chungking its origin
was Lraced to rome of the priocipal
wen of Lhe Ph“' When the Chiamg-
kuoln invesuigated the case e was go-
1nyg to decapitate these officious gentle-
men, when some one en their behall
sugeested thatif they werelet off it
would show & Lighly commendable
sphiit of forgiveness on the part of the
Bishop; so ne begged them off, much
Lo the adisgust of the Chlang-kuin, who
is said to have made the remark that it
was of no consequence to abuse Lhe
forelgners, for it was only a matter of
taels; also that if these men were let
off tbe same thing would occur again,
If something is not done to show the
people that foreigners cannot be
abused with impunity, the seame thing
will occur over again,

(Concerning the ralae effair the Norih
China Daily News says: “We learn
that mot much, i any, progress has
heen made In the settlement of the
clalms of American missionaries for
logses during the riots at Chungkiog.
Li Hung~-chang has, we regret to hear,
scarcely received the American Minis-
ter with con:mwhen the Represen-
tative of the United States has called
upon him on the subject. FProbably
the Viceroy has heard that the Cabinet
of Washington I3, on accotint of the
treatment which Chinese have received
ju the United States, rather opposed to
the claims belng pushed.”

‘The reasons for this
abstention on the part of Russia are
not far to seck, though they appesar to
be entirely unknown to the press of
Great Britain and clsewhere. Onpe is
that however good the barbor there
may once ;Fave been, it 18 perfectly
uscless now, Lhe river whicn flpws into
it having formed a bar which is oply
practicable to a rowboual; the othier is
that the bay on which it is situated is
not free of lce in the winter; and what
Russia wants on the Pacilic 1s a harbor
with deep water and good patural
defenses which 1Is always open
all the year round. Sach a harbor
is to be found lower down on the
east coast of Corea, and Its exist-
ence may have m.-mctiung to do with
the deslre of Rusela, if such a desire
exists, to obtain the rroleclnmlo uver
Corea.
