Circumcision In the old dlspeniatlon
w a given as a token of Qod's covenant
with Abraham. "It shall be a token
of the covenant betwiit me aud you,"
Is the signification given to It when
first Instituted. It marked the de-

scendants of Abraham and reminded
them of the promisee given to their
great progenitor, promises that extend
ed to hla descendant for all time.i It was sufficient to apply thin ordi.
nance to Ihumalechlldreo.slnce the men
according to the law of the ancients
were the representatives of the people.
The covenant made was nut one with
every Individual of the people separ
ately, but with the people a a whole.

The covenant made with Abraham,
and of ,whlch circumcision was the
token, contained chiefly two oondl
tlons. Abraham promised for hlmseli
and descendants to abstain from Idola-

try: to acknowledge only Uod as Clod;

and the Lord promised to give
ol Canaan as an everlasting

possession to Abriham and Ills de
toendants.

If she were n
hired girl In tho house thu would nt
least have her wagoi t her own con-
trol to do with at the plcaeod, and a
wife ought certainly to be at leist at
Independent In her sphere at her hired
girl Is In lurt.

In jlural families, It teems
onlr ordinary Justice that, If the
circumstances of tho husband per
mil, tho wives should havo t lit Ir
own hornet deedtd lo them; but lu
doing this te mtu should not atrip
himself entirely of the control of
his property. It Is not a wile thing
for men who stand nt thu head of fam-
ilies to ntiko thoni. elves dependents
upon wives or children.
