OLD MAN mnnu SUPFOSED 'ID
BE CAUGHT AT LAST.

The country at large has been so
often joked with false statements
about the capture of the Benders
that, although the great publie is
generally easily gulled, such asser-
tions are now nsually received with
caution. There is every reason to
believe, however, that the genuine
old man Bender has been caught at
last, and is in the handsof sheriil J.
L. Foutz, of Richfled, Hevier
Counlty.

A few weelts ago there entered
Richfield, an old man, dirty; hun-
gry and io rags. He stated that he
had traveled over the mountains
from Montana. His conduct was
exceedingly strange and bis appear-
ance most vninviting, and people
who had read the published de-
scription of old Bender suspected
that he was the identical Kan-
sas murderer, Those suspicions
were s0 strong that he was placed
under arrest, an:d Sherif Foutz
wrote to Captain Burt for a detall-
ed deseription’ o the Individual in
question. After this description
was received by Mr. Foutz, the
supposed muiderer had a prelim-
inary examinhation before Justice of
the Peace Nelson Higgins, when it
was clearly indica'ed that the man
auswercd Lhe description given of
Bender in all general particulars;
yes, even In detalls. He was then
placed, for safe keeping, in the jail
at Manti, SBgnpete county.

A photographic likeness of him
was taken at Manti and forwarded
to Captain Burt, the latter receiv-
ing it this moernming, and there isa
most striking and powerful simi-
larity between the deseription of
old man Bender and the portrait,
even to the maimed hands Wwith
the large prominent cords on the
backs, the color and quantity of the
hair, beard, efc:.  There appears to
be a perpetual scowl on the face,
the brows being habitually knit.

Sherifl Foutz’s last letter to Cap-
tain Bart was dated Feb. 27th, and
stated that he would leave Manti
for this city en Tuesday or yester-
day, =0 he ‘may bLe expected to
redch town in a few days.

The portrajt taken at Manti has
been sent to the authorities !n
Kansas for recognition.

It will be rememblered that, a
few mrontisagiTa woman came out
of tha-lnm and Iojouﬂidl.
while in Provo,and it was supposed,
from the appearance of the woman,
thatshe was the notorious murdress,
Katie Bender. She also stated that
she had traveled over the moun-
tains from Montana, which was
somew hat coincidental with the ap-
pearance and story of the supposed
old man Bender at Richfield. She
also was in a starving condition and
inrags. What became of her we do
not know, as nothing has been said
of late concerning her.

Another clreumstance, which
tends to madke it appear probable
that the Benders are in this part of
the cauntry} is that ‘'a fow months
since & man, named Cook, ecalled
upon Captain Burt and asked the
latter to let him have a description
of th> Bendars, as he felt confident
that he had seen that delectable
family traveling with a team and
wagon a short distance west of Lhis
city. Cook, however, never re-
turnel to tefl Captain Burt the re-
sult of his lm,tlirics, if ‘he made
any. :

If this man be the real Kausas
murderer, this ¢ity is rather a poor
place to bLrinzg him, seeing the ob-
jeet is to retain him in custedy, for
these days are the davs of haleas
corpus, anl who knows but that
this man may be turned loose in
this manner sfler his arrival here.
