fering was Intense. The authorities
were dreading tie possible invasion of
Cuba's deadliest scourge yeliow
fever. News came to the city of the
breiking out of the fever at the castle.
Immediately steps were taken for I he
complete-- isolation of the fort. ,Sio
boats were allowed to land from the
Infected locality and cone . was
brave enough to venture the cast-
ing of their lot with. the garrison.
At eun3et each dav we watched
the gates open and the funeral cor-
teges wind their way down the hill to
the little garrison cemetery; we lis-
tened far the volleys of salute, their
number denoting hew many brave fel-
lows had --succumbed that day.

"I am alone." she said. "From all
Havana not one rtcrtt will tcliow me
TU better that I suould so than a life
upon whose tenure bangs the fate of
others. Good-br- ."

We-- strained cur eyes across the
water: watcaed uer strokes grow
slower and slower, as the awful heat
tapped beT very life, and dually pause
exDaustea oeneata uasue Morro-- s

walls. Those taitbful souls, brave
aud constant to the last, refused ad
mission, thoneh we could feel the
hanzer aud lontrine exnressec in their
locK-sufferi- nz eyes. At length faint
resistance ceased they eagerly came
down to the welcome .boat fairly
lifted their anscef of mercy on waiting
shoulders, and followed by others
bearing the medicine to which many
poor fellows wi'l owe their lives, are
lost to our view within the castle
wads. ;
