(Oarpocaptd fomoncBaZinn&u )
From the next report of the Mich
igan State Board oi Agriculture, j
All will concede that this insect

holds first rank among our insect
pests.

f f NATURAL HISTORY.;
The little grey moths come forth

in May and June, are wholly noc-

turnal, and therefore seldom seen.
As soon as the fruit forms, a single
egg is laid on the blossom end of
the fruit: and as soon as the egg
batches, the larva enters the apple.
All know the subsequent history of
the larva in the fruit, for who has
not seen the tiny white caterpillar,
with its black head mining away
at the rich pulp, which it replaces
with filth? In three weeks the
larva matures, leaves - the apple,
and in some concealed space spins
a silken cocoon and assumes the
chrysalis state. In from nine to
fifteen days, varying with the tem-
perature, the moth Issues. The
apples are again stocked with eggs
as before, after which cemes a recur-
rence of all the disgusting work nar-
rated above, except that the larvse,
upon leaving the apple, jelmply
spin cocoons, in wmcn uiey remain
till Spring, when they pupate; and
in about to weeks the flrjgt motbs
appear.

1 ne time wuen ine nrsi mows
come forth varies frem May. I till
July 1; so that moths will be Issu-

ing from May 1 till August l; aatd
the "worms" will be leaving the
apples from the last of June till the
fruit is gathered. My own experi-
ence seems to show that no pupse
are formed after the first week of
August, as so far as I have exam-

ined, all larvae that leave the apples
after that time simply-spl- n a co-

coon in which they remain as larvae
till the next spring. Some of the
observing fruit-me- n of oar State
think that daring the past season
many of these insects pupated after
that time. Such eases came not
within my observation. - .oe

apple while it still bangs in the

t tree, abont one-ha- lf crawl dowu

ferevlce theyfind seclusion In which
10 spin ueooserveu. inose wnicn
fall te the ground with the fruit
crawl out; and if the ground is free
from all rubbish, stumps, etc., theycrawl up the tree and hide as be
fore.

BE31EDIES.

Tlace around the trunk of every
bearing treoj midway between the
eround and branches, a woollen
cloth about five inches wide, and
sufficiently long to pass around and
lap enough to tack, f This may be
fastened with one or two tacxs. I
have usually found one placed in
the middle to be quite sufficient.
The tacs should not be axiven quite
up te the head. Before the cloth
band is adjusted the loose bark
should becraped off. - This may
be done earlier in the season, when
time will best permit " The bands
should be adjusted by June 20. Un-
der these .bands the worms will se-
crete themselves. sBjr July 7 the
bands around the - earliest . apple
trees should be unwound and ex-

amined, and the larvee destroyed.
This can be done by passing the
bands through a wringer or by un-
winding and crushing with the
thumb. I have found this last
method the best fEvery ten days
after the first round-eve- ry nine
days if the weather is dry and
warm this werk should be repeat
ed, till the last week of August, and
again at the close or tne season
after the fruit is gathered. A com-
mon eamet-tac- k hammer, with a
good claw, suspended around the
neck by a cord, win oe round an aa
vantaee.

Many apples will be earned to
tne cellar witn tne larvse. still in
them. These, unless r destroyed,
will eo . thxoturn ; .tneur ; cnanges.
Hence all barrels, bins, and. boxes
in the cellar should be examined.
Ia knocking a box to pieces a rew
days ago (March 13), procured from
a neighbors cellar, a iounu over
100 larvse concealed between wnere
the boards were nailed together.
These wereplaoed iv a box and M,
bufc two air&ia Hun cocooas.: As
we cannot hope to find nearly all of
these, it would be well if the apple
cellar were so arranged as to pre
clude the moths from issuing loruu
It would be excellent policy to have
our cellars so clcse that not a moth
nnuld eecarje in Mav and June.
Were : all cellars . so.' - fixed , this
Spring, it would be a great benefit,
for I can find no live larvse out in
the orchards. In examining an
orchard last week (April 27) I found
over 10a cocoefis. Irom fiaore than
ene-thir-d of these the insecta Jad
been taken by the &ap-iJcke- (Fl- -
cus Tliiosua), wmie ail lae omera,
either riom coiaor some oner
cause, were dead. I never saw such
codling moth mortalitjr before this
