DETAILS OF WHAT THEY HAVE
DONE, AND WHAT THEY REOOM-
MEND.

The follewing,which is nearly the
full text of the second annual report
of the Commission, is from the Bal-
more American:

The Commissioners appointed by

President {Arthur under the anti.|¢he

poly gamy act of Iast year have to-
day w:u::oml‘;tod their second mll::ut:l-
repor @ Hecretary of the
rlor. ' Before procesdliog with an
account of thelr traneactions since
the dats cf their ,previons report,
they deem it advisable to maske a
brief statement of the former legls-
of Congress in relation to big-
am polygamy. They say:*There
isno doubt that ‘plural marriage’
‘was peactised to a considerable ex-
tent among the Mormons from the
time of their first immigration to
Great Balt Lake Valley in 1847. It
was in 1852 that it was first publioly
yroclaimed as a tenet of the Church
y ‘divins revelation,” by Brigham
Young, Pre:ident of the Church,
and Governor of Utah Territory un-
der the appointment of President
Fillmoie. Afier Lhas Japse of ten
years, namely on July lst, 1862, an
ot was passed by Congress which
provides that ‘every person, having
s hushand or wife living, who mar-
riems mnother, whether married or

gingle, in = Territory or other

laoce
over which the United Biates Enva
explusive jurisdiction, is ﬁn.llt ot
bigamy, and shall be punished by &
fine of not more than five hundred
dollars and by lmg:ln.mment for a
term of not more & five years.’
“Under this law there have been

very few convictione—not more than

three, as we are advised—for a perl-

od of over twenly years, which ls
doe largely to the fact that a great

msjority of the communily are In
sympathy,with the accused. In this

conneolion we desm it proper to say

that no refleotion Is intended to be

eaat upon the judges or other officers

of justics in Utah appolnted by the
Government. Doub they have
done the beat they could with such
means and legal measures as were
furnished by the Government."”
