One of those des-
tructive fires to which Quebec is so
subject, broke out at 11 p.m. amidat
Ht. John's suburbs, midway be-
tween 8t. Roch's and the uppertown. .The fire originated in a
mall wooden house in Oliver Street,

and immediately spread to the ad- -
Joining buildings. The fire brigade
became demoralized and lost all con
trol of themselves and the fire. At
2 o'clock this morning, St. John's
Church, Roman Catholic, the larg-
est In the city, worth $100,000 is
burnlrjg, and 600 houses are destroy.
ed, some brick and stone, but the
majority poor and small and of
wood. The ioes so far must be over
$750,000. .Certainly 1,000 families
are homeless. The fire is still
spreading. No loss of Hfeia reported
yet, uut several uersons are missingThe houseless are camped out in the
ileitis surrounding trie city. Thieves
made off wi th moat of the property
saved from the flamee, and the lire
overtook nearly all the remainingmovables. Half tbe people in the
town block toe streets, anu tuo
firemen are impeded. A panic pre-
vails everywhere. n Burning sparks
and shingles aro falling all over the
city, and its total sweepint; out of
rxiateiice Id by no means improba-
ble. A number of .local insurance
companies seem to be paralizod by
this disaster. The principal sireeu
destrDved are Itichmoud, Liateou-ville- ,

Richelieu and Daguillon, run-
ning east and west, parallel with
the river: also St. John, St. Marie,
Deligy, St. Clair and. Sutherland,
running north and south, llicli- -

morid, XjateouvUle, ana fcjt. Oliver
were principally inhabited by the
demi monde. In many Instances
the parties burned out owned their
residences.

The fire brigade is miserably In
adequate to the wants of the city
anu tbe water supply is riuicuousiy
small for such an emergency.

One of tbe most disastrous fires
in the history of this unfortunate
city, began last night at 6 p. m.
Tbe alarm ca ue from Staliver and
St. Clair Streets. At 10.50 a second
alarm noon after called out the
whole fire brigade. Half the ell y
appeared on the streets by 11.30.
cjUied out by the brilliant flames,
and the avenues leading to tho lire
were so blocked with people that
rjassaee was impossible. Tbe confu
sion increased, half tbe people were
panto stricken ana the rest wild anu
incompetently tried to render assist-
ance. - Parent partially cloth
ed, hurried along with children
in their arms anu leading others.
Cows and horses from the burning
stables rushed half maddened
through the crowd.

The fire originated in a stable,
when the flames spread to the sur-
rounding wooden buildings and the
whole neighborhood was soon a mass
of flames, for some hundreds of feet,
the flames from the other sides of
the streets overlapping in the mid'
die and completely closing them.

In almost less time than it takes
to tell it the finest and largest
church in the city was doomed.
Next, after the church came the
Friar's School, opposite, and still the
fire swept on. Trusting as if confi
dent that so majestic an edifice could
never fail a prey to any or the ele-
ments, the neighbors around had
carried household goods to the front
of the church and there piled them
at the very door of the sanctuary.
All was lost. me ciiiircn wus
worth at least $100,000: Insurance
only $10,000.
