1t appesars (rom the oflicial
reeport of an inspector in the Postotice
epartment, now before me, and which
wits subontted o a commitiee of the
Senate, while the proposition 0 re-
imove this oticial was before it, that an
cxamination of his otlice was ordered
anJanuary 2oth, 1885, o consequence
ul the fact that no such weekly reports
Ll bheen made sioce December Gth,
=1, ltturther appears from this re-
porrl that this examination developed
the most disgraceful confusion fa all
that pertained to the accounts and fin-
ancial condition of the oflice - that there
Ll been no entry in the money order
cash book since July, 1854, and that, as
nilEht have been expectad, there was a
detlciency in the modey ovider sccount
ool miore than #3700 and in the postal ac-
count of more than 4. There 18, |
Lhink, nodispute touching these facts,
The deflciency has  been refunded
o the governmeut umder an ar-
airaneement with one of the sure-
ties of the delinguent oflicial, and
Lie atbempts o excuse the wretched
condition of his oftice by alleging that
his assistant had entire charge of the
money orler husiness as well as other
iletails of the oftice. In making such
an eseuse the officer admitied, it seems
to iy, a0 violation ot duaty in turning
over the operations of his office to an
