of n Hlnke, no lllihop, whii has
haj tho spirit of his olllce und calling
retting upon him, has ever askodn
soul to do nuythlng that they might
not know was right and tho proper
thlugiodo. Wo do uot ask you to du
anything that you may not know
It la your duty to do, or that you
may not know will bo u bleating
for you to do. If wo give you onuuael,
wo do not ask jou to obey that
couutul without you know that It It
right to do ao. Hut how shrill we t

It la right; Ily getting thu Hplrlt
of God lu our hearts, by which our
mluds may be oiiened and enlightened,
that we may know thu doctrlnu for
ourselves, ami te nolo to divide truth
from error, light from darkneus and
good from evil.

It Is upon this principle that I feel so
grateful to my Heavenly l'ather that I
havo been ablo thus far to seo clearly
lu my mind the truth ol thu principles
ol thu Gospel or Jcsut Chrlit. I have
faith lu God, becuuto the prluclplu ol
faith In the tiuprume Maker of heaven
uuJ rnrlu la onu that appeals to my
Judgment; It gives bruadth tn my mill
and enlarges my heart. I bellevo In
Ibu prluclplu of fnlth, because It has
given mo strength and hat
helped to develop my spiritual raau
hood. I believe In thu prluulplo of
rintance, becaute I lmvo tctlod It
and I know It to be RooJ. If In an
evil momont I have said or dono any-
thing that hat given ollenso to my
brother, I uever oould bo aallaflcd or
feel frcu from n certain degreo of bond,
age until I went lo that brother whom
I had wronged, rerouted of toy tin
and inado It rlghtwlth him. Then thu
load would bu lilted aud I would at
onco feel tho good ellect of ropeutauce
of sin. I bellouln repontanco ot aln
alao becauso tho principle appeals to
my Judgment; ror I am convinced thai
It is wrong ror a mau to harbor ovll
and enmity In his heart towards his
neighbor. Ho should repent of these
things and foreuko thorn, and when ho
does so ho will begin to feel tho good
ullicla of repentance, and he will
know that It Is a correot principle. I
belluvo In tho prluclplu ot bap-
tism. When I was n child
I went down Into tho waters
of baptltm, and camo up out uf
the water with a consciousness that
the net was acceptablo lu thealghtnf
God. I felt that It waa right I ahould do
that. "Bufler It to bu so now," said
the Havlor whon ho went to John for
baptism, "for thus It beooiueth us to
fulllll all rlghtoouanuss." I felt that I
had fulfilled "all righteousness," ao
far as that" prlnclplo was concerned,
when I went down Into tho waters of
baptism. Tnough I wat n child, I waa
satisfied that It waa n right principle,
und I huvo boen satisfied uver alnou. 1

havo nover seen anything' to shako my
faith In relation to that principle Ho
I might go on and enumerate every
prlnclplo that we havo ombraae J, und
thu snmo thing might bo said of oaoli
of them. Thoy are true, they aru
good, and thoy nro ualoulatoj to make
us butter men and womeu.

Tho prlnclplo of tithing has been
referred to hero. Do I know that tho
prlnclplo of tithing la u orreot princi-
ple? l)o I know that thiro It a blest.
Ing attached to obedlenco to that
principle? Certainly I do. Why
should I not? I have obeyed that
prlnclplo ever since I bocimo old
enough to earn means and to pay n
tenth of It unto the, I,ord. Could I
practice this principle all thla time and
yet not know that it was either good or
nut good? No one needs to my to me,
"Ilrolher Jocopli, pay your tithing."
Why? Ilicaii6i havu icon so many
blessings accompany obedience, to that
prlnclplo that I liuvu beoomo thorough-
ly convinced of tho truth and verily of
tbe principle and of the promises that

with it. nitnlneed to havu this sail lo me, I wouM
bu an unwuithy seivjn't lluuJ.

You
lllthups, yuii I.IJers, you fathers mil
mothers In Israel, and you young men
and women, learn that principle by
obedience, nnJ us Qod llvea you will
receiver, testimony lu your hearts nnd'
J on will kuow foryniitnilvisha'. It Is
a correct principle. You will not need
to tie tol I by your prodding nlllci rs to
pay your llthlic; for you will feel that
It is too muuh of u prlvllegu nnl tint
thero aru too muuy blessing ooiincOd
with It foryou ever to negiuct It. At
out tlmo a widow woman camo to mo
and said, "Ilrolher Joseph, I have
scarcely enough to llvo upon.
Under liu circumstances, u
It necessary for mo to piy my
tithing;" I said to Ibat siller, "Ifyou aro absilutely timblu to support
yourself, and you nro receiving your
eupturt from liiiiC'hurch, go andgivo

had im faith In this prlnclplo
would say that wat n very foolish ex-
pression.

Having embraced the
Gospel of Christ, wo should show unto
all that wu ara living according lo the
principles thereof; nuy man that does
not do this gives ovldeni'o that ho Is
still unoonverled. Tho mau who does
not pay his tithing Is not a thoroughly
converted Halnt. I havo soon men
that will arguo with tbo Lord about
their tithing. They will say that they
must take out ofthetr Incomu nil they
nued for their support before they pay
any tlthlug; they must tako all the
seed out of the grain and pay tithing
on thu balance; aud eoniu people
go to far at to say tbat they ought
not to pay any tithing nt all
except ou that which may remain
nftor all their expenses for tho year
bavo been taken out. You will oxcuse
mo for the expression, but If I wero
tho Judge aud I would deal
with audi peoplu prooltely on thuaame
principle. Uo not know Just how thu
Lord will deal with such puopie; but
my oplnlou la that Hu will uot regard
mum navery good Hulnta. ItliailJ in
thu Horlptures that, "the liberal (man)
devlteth liberal things, and by liberal
things shall hu stand." Now thu Lord
hnsbeeu very liberal with Hit people,
and we should bu liberal with Him.

Hut, says one, where does the tith-
ing go to? I nuver stopped to ask that
question myself; It never conccrnod
me. I do not csro where It gooi so
that I commit my proportion ol It to
tho properly constituted authorities of
thu Church. Hut what if they misuse
or waste It? Well, what If thuy do? Is
that my business? Am I appointed to
Judgo them? No, there Is some-
body nbovo me that can taku
care of them. Let mu toll you, they
will bo held rosiontlblo for their stew-
ardship. It Is enough for mo to do my
duty, aud If 1 do not do my duly I

that Gad will deal wllh mu. Ifmy brethren do not do their duty In
oftlclal capacities, I expect that God
will dual with them. It does not matter
to mu what my tithing Is used
for, so long at I pay It,

as the Lord has aald
He requires It of mu, It is my duty to
glvu It; and when 1 havo given It to
those who aro properly appointed to re-
ceive it In thu Church, 1 havo donu my
duty aud thero my responsibility reals.
