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THE GOVERNORSHIP. |

SoMe time during this week 1t may be
expected that President Cleveland
will nominate & Governor for Utah.
Mr. Murray’s “‘resignation’ has been
received from the Democratic-Repub-
lican-**Liberal’’ in whose hands it was
placed with the forlorn hope that it
might not be accepted. The post may
now be considered vacant. The Sen-
ate will not have to wrestle with the
question of a suspension or a removal;
it will only bave to consider the con-
firmation of the new appoinatee.

The latest news was to theeffect that
that the President would not appoint
s Utah man to the position.
This may - secm inconsist-
ent with the policy announced
in jthe Democratic platform. But
Utah has pecunliarities and requires
peculiar treatment, We belleve the
President is actuated by proper mo-
tives in this matter. He understands
that it is very difficult to find a man to
occupy the office who is not strongly
biased. He wishes to appoint, if pos-
sible, an impartial person. He has
learned that the anti-**Mormon’ pres-
sure is 80 strong here that every prom-
inent jresident has to exhibit some
show of hostility to the majority of the

. citizens in order to live here 1n peace.

" He would like to appoint & man not
mized up with aoy ring, or clique, or
cabal. He wants a Democrat, nota
“Liberal.” One who wiil act as Gov-
ernor, not as the tool of a band of con-
spirstors.

That such & man would be difficultto
find in Utah must be admitted Dy every
candid mind. There are such men, no
doubt, but they are not like to aspire
to the position. They are more likely

1 to be independent of the oflice and it8
emoluments, and averse to the moto-
riety and responsibility 1t entalls. It
is true there is not much for a Gover-
nor to do. But if he performs his duty

“falthfully, withoot regard to local in-
trigues, he will ensare the enmity and
abuse of che conspiring and unprin-
cipled few® and if he listens to them he
willbe a traitor to democratic prin-
clples and become the oppm of
the many.

There are many reasons why bona
fide residents of the Territoriesshould
be selected a3 thelr officials. And even
in the case of Utah these are very per-
tinent. One who has personal and
property loterests at stake, It would
be supposed, would be more conserva-
tive and better able to comprehend the
needs and conditions of the people,
than & stranger and one with no stake
in the country. He would understand
the situation and need ho trainmng, in-
volving time, to become acqualinted
with the Territory and its affairs. And
yet, for the reasons we bavé named, it

. would be perhaps better, all things
considered, that a man should be sent
here who 1s free from local entangle-
ments, prejadices and designs,

It would be a great change for Utah
il a gentleman should recelve the ap-

Jpointment who would; be the Gov-
ernor of the whole Territory instead of
the tool of aparty. One who would
hold himself aloof from riogs and be
fearless of the censure of the designing.
Who would visit the people instead of
hobnobbing with adventurers.  Who
would take an interest in the develop=
ment and progress of the common-
wealthwithout regard to religious opin-
ions or factionalfprojects. Who would
know neither **Mormon’ nor ‘‘Gen-
tile,’’ creed noy custom,but who would
see that the luws are faithfally and im-
partially executed,and not stand in the
way ol measures that are for the bene-
fit of the community becanse they are
displeasing to self-appointed censors.
it is, perhaps, too mueh to expect

this, considering past experience and
preseat eonditions. Buat we think-

there is one thing that ought to: be
done, whoever may speceed to the
post. That is, he should mot be left
altogether In the hands of \the rogues
who capture and prejudice all govern-
ment appaintees ag soon as they arrive.
the people should
have represeatatives to acquaint such
officers with the facts, anfl give them
JAD opportanity to acquire an under-
standing of the views, feelings and
desires of the majority. Usually no

effort is made td caltivate the ac-|

qualntance of new-coming officials,
.and &t their advent they are stuffed
full of exaggerated nonsense or dewn-
right falsehood, which affects their
whole official career and fits thelr eyes
with glasses colored to sult the schemes
of the plotters, and that place the
the masses of the people, their faith,
their character and their infentions in
a false and uanfavorable light.

The President seems te be taking his
2wn time to reflect upon the matier of
the appoiatment, and we hope that he
will suceeed In finding s man who,
whatever may be his views or where-
ever he hails from, will not use the
influence of his position to thwart the
wishes of the voting citizens of the
Territory, and aid in the work of mis-
representing them to_the Governmeat
and the country. If so, he will prove
& great relief and a plearant change for
much abused Utah. '

They
believe the evidence that, while his wife
was absefit on & visit, he and his vile
companion Clark drugged and outraged
two giris who fell ialo their powef.
The efforts made to bribe the girls into
silence, the marriage of the Lunceford
girl to Clark to cover up his iniquity,
and all the chcumahncps of the case
g0 to corroborate the direct state-
mwents made as to the crime. Shurtliff
could not follow the example of Clark,

could and did induce his wife to offer
Miss Adams the deed of 'a house to
close her mouth agmnst his villaloy.

There is only one adequate penalty
for such an outrage as that inflicted
apon Miss Adams, and that is the death
of the brute who has ruinedjher fox
life. Thelaw does not permit this, as
it ought to do, and the jury that tried
bim seem to have ‘bédh fnioke -lenieat
than just. Ol course it mast
be remembered that the hoand
Shurtlif was not accused of the
lesser offense. He was charged
with rape, and the jury had either to
convict him of that or acquit. If they
were not satlsfled that he was gullty of
the capital erime, they had no alter-
pnative but to flnd the verdict which
they retirned. - But when the public is
satisfled from all the evidence and ¢ir-
cumstances that an unatonsbie offense
bas been committed, and there 13 no
justice to be had in the courts, it is not
surprising that there are threats of
popular violence, and that in other
communities such an outcome to a
trlal is not unfrequently followed by a
lawless execution. J

In a law-abiding community like
ours suca things are mot to be ex-
pected.. They are contrary to good
government and to the faith and teach
ings of the. religion which guides the
lives of the large majority. Mob law
is to be deprecated on all occasions.
Itisto frowned down in this ln-
stance. But the villains who have ex-
posed their trne character, even giviog |
them the benefit ot the small doubts
which seem to have actuated the jury,
have shown-to all decent people

that they are totally unfit for
goclal recogamiiion, and ght to
be shunned as moral lepers every

decent man aad woman who they may
| meet. The very air Is contaminated by
their presenss, and il they have any
sense of shame they willrid the sceme
of their depravity of their loothsome
and most anwelcome presence.

If this shocking case doeanot prove
a lesson to impradent girls we do mot
know of anything that would take ef-
fect. If Miss Adams and her com-
panion had not flirted with those ciea-
tures in the shape of men, sat up Iate
andjplayed cards with them,draak wine

and placed themselves In a
posifion to be .tampered with,
all the SOrTrow and shame

that ensued might have been avoided.
Wise counsel is often treated witn dis-
dain, but the path of safety is withln
the lines ol good advice. But not-
withstanding the folly of the girls in
thelr famfliarity with the miscreants
who effected their ruin, the dizbolism
of the deed [ not palliated in the least,
and there are no words that pen can
write which would fitly describe the

turpitude of those hell-deserving
scoundrels, -
