Editor Deseret News:

Pursuant to published rotice, the
shareholders of the Rallroad en’s
Sheep Company met at their trst
annual meeting at Oasis yesterday
moruing. Nearlyall the shares were
represented, tbat is, 621 out of 700. The
board of direclors submitted the annu-
al report, showing the affairs of the
