Dynamite was to be placed
beneath the houses of these and the
powerful explosive was te be touched
of simultaneously. .The Board of
Trade was to be blowo te the sky at
the same time.and a wholesale reign
ot terror be inau ted,

The names of the men arrested are
Jobn Kroneck, Frank Chapek and
Frank Onebura, all Bohemisns. The
rst named ia a cabinet-maker b
trade, who lives on Farrell Street.
Coebura is a tailor and is the informer
who told the story of the plet to a Bo-
hemian, who is tarn detailed it to In-
spector Boanfield about ten days age.
It seems that since the execution o
the anarchists a movement was started
among thelr followers in Chicago to
do business at the old stand. It was
concluded that the group as re-
organ'z:d was to have no more than
three members, with each of the
three members well acquainted with
the others who copposed the group.

CIVIL SERVICE REFORT.

The fourth annual report of the civil
service commission )3 made public to-
day. A large part of the report I8 de-
voted to statistics of an uninferesting
character. Between Jaguary, 1586,a0d
June, 1887, 15,82 persons were ex-
amined, ' 10,846 of whom successfally
passed, Tie percentage of faiiure was
34 male and 18 female. Of the success-
ful applicaidts, 44) have received sap-
pointments. ‘1The report recommends
the extension of the'classified service
to embrace employees of the raliway
maljl service, fleld employees of the
Indian and labor buresus, the ladian
schools apnd graded clerks io the gquar-
termaster general’s office aond de-
partment. The report concludes with
a statement of the practical ‘effects of
the elvil service acts and rales, the
conditions existiog in the€ivil service
before the approval of the act, and the
improvement in the sérvice under the
law and rules. The objections to the
law are stated and answered at some
length. Among the concludiog -
graphs of the report is the following:

“Ii'he civil service act has now been
in force over four years, part of the
time under one party and part under
that of apother. That there bas been
sccomplished in its execution all that
ita sanguine friends e¢xpected is not
cialmed, but it may be sald that in the
resuits of its execution is shown Lhe
wisdom of the principle of divorcing
the subordinate officers ol the govern-
ment from politics and elections and
making continuance in office depend-
enta, not on party service, but on merit
and good bebavior. Im tals respect
the law bas produced results which are
extravagant!y described as surpris-

CONTRACL AND FAUFPER LADOR.

The SBelect House Committee on lm-

rtation of Contract and Panper La-

r will first visit New York and Bos-
ton, and later in the season probably
proceed to BanFrancisco to inguire into
the Chinese labor question. Morrow,
of California,a member of the com-
mittee, says the operations of the
committee will not in any way be
allowed to affect the prompt action ol
Congress on the pending bill to glve
effect to the new Chinese treaty, but
will be mainly devoted to ascertaining
the facts attending the importaticn of
Chinese labor across British Columbia
frontier. This will probably necessi-
tate a visit of the committee 10 Port
Townsend and if the allegations are
borne out to the satisfaction of the
committee it is expected that a recom-
mendation will be made that negotia-
tions be commenced with the govern-
ment of Great Britian looking to the
hmoposition of proper restriciions on
this kind of immigration.

FOUR BILLS VETOED,

The President today vetoed four pri-
vate penslon bills.

The first granted a pension to the
widow of Joan Harbot who enlisted
in 1862, He was captured bythe enemy.
Adter bis capture he joined the con-
federate forces, and was recaptured by
the Union army, and explained that¢ he
deserted to the enemy t) escape the
bardship of prison life, and was re-
leased October 11, 18656. The disability
for which his widow now asks for
pension the President says quite likely
resulted from exposure in the confed-
erate army, and adds:

‘*The greatest possible sympathy and
consideration are duoe |Lo those who
bravely fought and belng captured as
bravely languished in the rebel prisons.
I will take mo part in a pension roll
which represents Union soldiers fight-
ing against a cause they would uphold.
Nor should it for a moment be ad=
mitted that such desertion and treach-
ery are excused when It avoids the rig-
ora of nonoe-able capture and conilae-
ment. It would have been a sad con-_
dition of affairs il every caplured
Union soldler had deemed himself jus-
tifled in fighting agalost the govern-
ment rather than andergo the priva-
tions of prison life.”
