Licensing and Reogwlat'ng the Sale

Set. I.—HBa it ondained Ly the
City Couacil of Salt Lnka'(,'lly.
that no person shall, within the cor-
porate limits of taild city, directly
or indirectly, in person or by au.
other, sell, Larter, or otherwise dis-
pose of, or permit to be bartered or
delivered, for oron hisaccount, any
spirituous  or fermented liyuors
without a license first obtained ac- |
cording to the provisions of this or-
dinance. :

BEC. 2 —Applications for License |
under this Ordinance shall be made
in writing to the Mayor, and shall
state where the business is to be
carried on, the full name of theap-
plicant, ai:d if a firm, the full name
of each member thereof,

BEC. 5.— 0= payment to the City
Treasurer of the sum of $250.00, the
Mayor may issue a license to the
applicant to earry on business, for
a period of three months, as & Hquor
dealer, to sell spirituous and fer-
mented liquors of any kind, and in
any quantity, wholesale, retail and
by the dram, in the tenement or
building named in the applieation.

BrC. 4.—No License granted un-
der this ordinance shall be assigna-
ble or transferable, or authorize any
person or persons other than those
named in the License, to carry on
the business therein specified; and
no person or persons shall carry on
the business provided for in this
Ordinance at any other place than
the one deeignated in such License;
Provided: That the City Council
may, on application by the parties
interested, authorize the assign-
ment of the License, or & change
in the place of business.
SEC. 5.—The Mayor, whenever in
his judgment the peace, goad order
or safety of the City or fus inhabit-
ants shall require it, and on Muni-
cipal, County or Territorial election
days, Fourth of July, Decoration
Thanksgiving and all 'l‘arrltortli
and National holidays, may, by
proclamation, forbid the sale, giv-
ing away, orin any way disposing
of spirituous or fermented liquers
for any given period, not to exceed
