The tactics ure the same as
thosé which were uscid to whitewash
the ex-Marshal of Kentucky aud
preseat Governor of I'tal The pro-
ceedings were quashed by influential
pressure just at the point where the
evidence was most danagiog to prool
of lpnogence —no dizproaf of zullt, but
2 lid put over the pot of the whole pro
ceeillnys

We could say much ia regard to the
validity of the ordinance under which
these prosecutlons have been taken,
but we leave that jto the counsel who
have the matter in hand. That Loth
ceneral and speclal powers are glven to
the city z‘l.uttmri'_i::-al, by charter, for the
suppressien of prostitotion aod the
preservation of social order, is plaln
enongh to any one who does nol deal
in guibbles, and wish o take advantage
of wverbal techinicalities. The result
under all the circumatances, I8 not
ditticult to prognosticate. Bat In any
event the ¢nilty should oot be allowed
to escape. Tnere are other legal
measures that can be taken (o the inte-
rest of law, order and decency, in case
the proceedings now iuproeress stould
be stamped upon by the Judieial hool,

The morning orgas of the msle and

female proatitutes says: “Through
what course of reasoning it was de
cided that sucha course would help
Lthe cause of the polygamists, 1tis dinl-
calt to anderstand.”” Just so. If any
sach conrse of reasoning was adopted
or any such conclusion was reached,
there might be some diflculty in under-
standlog it. But the *“‘reasouning’’ and
the conclusion are hoth the sole prop-
erty of the orzan of the prostitutes:
No ope els¢e has ever eotertained
them. Bat it is »wof Udcult to ander-
stand why that oreso should iy to the
defense of ‘‘the moen here who," us it
says, "' lizht both the livinlty and legal-
ity of polygamy, ia the Iinterest of
good government and the American
home, and lo thelrjprivate lives are ad-
dicted L0 one of the common viees of
humanity.” *“A feliow feellng makes
us wondrouas kind,"” explains the mat
ter fully. But how aboul the Ameri-
Is it compatible with *‘iLhe
merican homea'' to bave one wife shut
up in It with a chiid or two, which Is
the fashiopable limit, while the head
of the jfamlly sallies forth to fght
‘‘both the divninity and legality of
polygamy'' and revel in the haunts of
unbridled lust? How much are *‘the
interests of good government'' pro-
moted by fighting polygamy and prac-
ticing or endorsing prostitution, or
apologizing for It as “*one of the cow-
mon vices ol humanity?"?
Whatever may grow out of these pro-
ceedings, one thing 18 made more ap-
parent than ever; that is,that the law-
and-order shriekers who are seecking
to bring the ‘"Mormons’’ into bondage
because of a distinctive feature of re-
Ugion, carc no more for law and order
and decency than the most depraved of
crimina®, and that all thelr virtuous(?)
declamations are but the shufiling pre-
tenses of canting aod lecherous hypo-
crites.
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The Democrat of Monday evening,
still worrying over the guestion of
*‘privileges,’’ asks the News to ‘"‘Ex-
plain, please.”” The explanation was
glven simultaneously with or before
the request, which the Democrat has
no doubt discovered by this time. And
as to what it calls the ““new doetrine"”
that ‘‘Mormon'’ plaral marnage s
‘‘not tor extemsion beyond the Church
