Slow Chinese.

That China did not receive Euro-
peans at first with much eagerness is
scarcely to be wondered at, nor is it
strange that she stilJ at times-show- s a
desire to revert to her former state of
Isolation. China produces In abundance
all that Its people require; the Chinese
are of an eminently conservative turn
of mipd, and for some 3j00O years they
bad t ot on tolerably well without us.
Dynasties had been overthrown atd
revolutions often attempted; emper-
ors bad passed away by the score, acd
rebeUiOB past number had swept ov r
the face of the country, but still their
old institutions, their moral codes,
th. ir language and their habits of
thought had scarcely been affected all
thi oubth centuries. Ail at once they
found the . Earopsaa trader

with bis go-ahe- ad no-
tions of material progress, and saw
looiiilrigtnp In the distance visions of
the steam engine, the electric tele-- ,

graph and all tbe other accompani-
ments of modern civilization. All
these things Jarred sorely with their
ideas of a philosophic life. Centncius,
who lined 600 years before Christ, and
whose teachings and precepts form the
Chinese Bible, held worldly advance-
ment of little account and sought to
attain rather the moral than the ma-

terial elevation of mankind. JEven
nowlew Chinese will admit that the
European standard . of , morality is
equal to their own. ,

;a Christiaaity they consider to be a
good enough jeMlo In as far as, like
Buddhism and other native cults, it
teaches men to be good; bat they can
