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I1 am very much pleased in having an
opportunity to make a few remarremarksks to this
conference the subjects that have been
presented to ouroar consideration are fraught
with many very interesting reflections
every privilege that is afforded us of meet-
ing together in the capacity of conference
and taking a retrospective view of the past
gives us a chance to behold the great andg
marvelous success that has hitherto attend-
ed ouroar labors as the servants of god in
this great and glorious work ofoathathe redemp-
tion of israel and thetha gathering of the lat
tertat day saints from the four quarters of
the world to establish the kingdom of god
on the earth in the last days

there are many peculiarities that dis-
tinguish the order of things pertaining to
the work of dodgod in which we are engaged
