A Geographical Delusloq.

It has been known for some time,
83 8 the Xew York Sun, that Capt.
Blnger, In his remarkable Journey
across tLe uuexplored Mandingo
county In west Africa, was unable
to flnJ the great Kong mountains,
uliich for many J cars have been
the mott conspicuous feature in the
maps of that region. They were
rej resented as extending for hun-
dreds of miles east and west, paral-
lel with the northern shores ol the
Gulf of Guinea, and were supposed
to be the dividing line between the
rivers that empty into the gulf and
thoo w,hich flow north to the Niger.
It was not until Singer's return to
Europe, however, that hb conclu-
sive, proofs of the mythical charac-
ter of those famous mountains were
submitted to the geographers. The
Kong mountains now remain only
as a conspicuous instance of a great
geographical delusion, innocently
Introduced upon the maps by an
illustrious explorer and perpetuated
for generations.

Long before Blnger, on his south-
ward journ.y from the iger, ar-

rived at the city of Kong, which
