territories in officially recommending
adcvotlonill!iinksglvhi.,nud tho con-
gregations throughout the land in ac-

ceding to tint rcconimcndvion by
instituting thanksgiving services In
which the) require of their preachers
tliinksciviiig sermons nnd ntldrcsscs,
force Into the pulpits and upon tliu
ministers tliu only one topic in whlcli
America lias her dlstlnctlvii I, lory, nnd
in which nil Amerienns without excep-
tion nnd without differences of Interest
can feel a full nnd cquil pride and satis-
faction, for it concerns tint in which one
American Is no more nor less than

through vvhUh every Amerlcm,
whatever bis degree or circumstance, is
made nn espial prince among tha
irluces of the earth, through which lie
iccomes vetted with the full dignity of

nliood and wields n scepter of manly
power, moto than which woul I be
usurp itlon and less than which woull
be vissalagc. lhe only apprnprluto
topic fr thanksgiving nnd congratula-
tions this day is, therefore, the American
franchise.
