Tho (assengors ef tliesa two ship
were of tlio ssmo chsractor, mostly
Herman Immigrants they htul been
taken up In Instances at Havre,
which port Was at that tlmo suhl tu bo
freo from cholera. They had coino to
Havro for tho purposo of finding a
ahlp f.ir thla country. Ono report
states that a portion of them had left

placoe In Ucvnany, Tho ships ctmo
out with a clean b"l of health. '1 ho 'New
York' ha I been at sea sixteen daya when
tho cholera ap eared thst Is, on Novem-
ber 2.il the 'Swanton' had been at aeei

twenty-ao- en .Uya when tho flrat caso oc-

curred, It being on November JU. They
were 1000 miles apart. 1 hey woro loth
nir lha roast of the I nttcd Mutes, una lu
lalltudo S3 dee.. 17 loin , and tho either lu
tho parallel of 4i degree a. The outbreak
on the 'New York' Ii, by tlio raplalu ol
tho vcssol, ascrlted to tho following fact!
A very cold, chilly eluduatnaupon tho
Stth, and the passengers found

e lu want of warm ganiioul-- . In Lis
oiMi phrase, 'Ihore Mas a 'ncral

of bsggsge for warm clothing.'
Then tho noxt day brcamo exceedingly
hot, and on that day tho first caJo of

aplared. It has been found that on
the ship '.New York' thero waa an

Immigrant who had ilnthlug belouglng
to an Individual who had died In
tloruiany ot cholera. During tho day
of Intenao cold aouio articles of clothing
wcro taken from tborhi.it and were worn
by several of tho j aucngers, and tbeso
passengora were tho flrat taken on tho
ahlp. Thotao ahlpagnon thtlr vojrsge.
Onoarrliialiithe barter ofNew York
ou December 1st, six days after tho out-

break, haling lost seven of her passeng-

er-: other goea Into tho Mississippi
Itlecr and up to New Orleans, baling
lost several passengers, reathing tho city
December 11th. on the' or rh si of the
vessel nt New York, on December nd,
else en cholera patterns wore sent lo tho
quarantine hospital. Tho 'bnanlon'

It
waa shown In a recent magazine arti-
cle that of 3,000 venal votera In Con-

necticut fully C7 ier cent, were of tha
J urn American stock. Tlio writer, en
Amerlc-e- lilmaclf, admitted tha ac-

curacy of hi figures Willi aelglifor
tha degeneracy of tlio Puritan. Corrut
voting la as much a crime aa sheep
stealing, and tho situation In Connec-

ticut Is Instructive lu a discussion of
this kind. Of courao other statistics
prove conclusively that a very large
proiortlon of tho woist criminal In
this country are rducated to far as
bjok learning may ha conrldc red em-

ulation. That the lack of moral nud
religious training lu our publlo school
system la onu causa of the Increase of
crlmo la coining lo be acknowledged
by tho moat thoughtful people of the
age.

At one tlmu a
w ar of tills kind becimueo fierce that
beer was sold to the saloons at J2 per
barrel.

Under tha now scheme the brewerlca
organize themselves Into a aoit of trust.
Proorly available for saloon imposes
will be puruhased, and saloons estab-
lished thereon. They will thin be
