Memoaists ana uap
Oats, to whom about three-fourt- hs of
the - Indians have formally Joined
themselves, lneir literature com
crises the translation into their lan
guage of the New Testament and a few
Dooms oi toe uia --Aesuimenc. aome oi
the'lndtans aie quite Intelligent; they
are law-abidi- ng and inoffensive, but
on account of the depredations of the
whites in times past, they are shy,
pusBicious and ? noncommunicative
They are comparatively free from the
social corruptions that hare charac
terized other tribes; oa the whole, if
the time has arriveo, uiey are in a goodstate to receive the Gospel.- - ;

A thorough canvass Among the
whites in the neighborhood of the
reservation brought us face to face
with the most bigoted prejudice im
aginable. Train ana reason anae
failed, and nothing but calumy and
abuse was given in return; they bad no
use for such people, they baa Gospel
enough; they knew all about the
"goloen plates" aad would not hear
any farther commentary, especially
from us. Tbe Indian agent posed as a
disinterested paity, bat a meeting
amoBg the Indians soon exhibited the
cloven foot; he came out in open re-
