fame Iis known to poultry fanciers all-
over life world It is the largest of its
kiwI and Iis u wonderful place

Forty eight acres of land and n num-
ber of fine trick buildings are devoted
entirely to tho raising of thousands of
high bred chickens iln La and gccso of
which 3200 were sold last year

This farm for 17 years has been send-
ing fowls for brooding purposes to all
parts of the world Only fancy broods
of fowls are dealt in

More time still trouble are spent by the
proprietors In getting proper food and
water for their featheredl charges than
nro spent by many n Lend of n family
with half a dozen children to provide-
for Each particular breed of chickens
stocks or gecsQ has its own houses and
yards Thorn latter are long rmis fenced
in with wire screenings or Dent palings
Big trees afford ehado to tho feathered
population find in that portion of life
farm devoted to tho web footed fowls
large artificial ponds and winding brooks
have been constructed through which
there Is flowing a constant stream of
water

Each yard or run has its own proper
house so constructed it con bo boat-
ed by steam In winter andl cooled by
cold air In summer thus insuring an
even temperature throughout nil sea-

sons Largo fields are cacti season plnt-
cd with wheat barley and buckwheat
and Ihiemgh these the fowls can roam
at all times free to eat nil they please
of tho tender young green sprouts or of
the fully developed grain

Ono peculiar feature of this farm is
that nil of tho fowls are raised by artifi-
cial means The incubator house is
long low structure excellently venti-
lated and lighted and kept at an even
temjyirajure tjtrouyhont tho rear Down

the center of the long uariow room are
set two rows of what lit first appear to
bo old fashioned dressing tables They
nro hardly that however hot are In
stead the most improved Incubators and
each ono Iis constantly filled with high
grade eggs in n more or lose advanced
town of incnbatlon

As soon as the tiny puff ball like
chicks emerge from the shells be they
ducks or gecso or chickens they nro re-
moved from the incubator and placed
iu another Louse well lighted unit scru-
pulously clean Hero they nro kept for
n few days until they familiarize them
Bolvcs with the appearance nf file world
outsidel of an egg and until there is no
doubt as to their health and strength
Then they are allowed outsldo iu Ibo
runs If tbo reason Ita warm or If IIIis
winter time they are kept iu the huuso
until springtime

Who this is completed such birds us
are not up to the standard or are dis-
qualified by nny little in jrk or imperfec-
tion are ut once crated unit shipped to
rrurUt Although eggs call hatched
at tiny time of the year must of tho
eggs nre put into the incubator iu Feb-
ruary March and April

Thcro are practically two farms In
ono of these big ranches what is known
as form No being devoted principally
to file hatching of eggs and file raising
of fancy poultry Farm No 2 IIH given
up almost exclusively to the raising of
Peking stocks Dud Tonlouso geese There
ore altogether between 8000 ami 10000
fowls raised annually on this farm and
they fire tent all over the earth
