The attention of all citizens is called

Any person violating any of
tbe provisions r( this ordinance shall, on
conviction therefor, be fined in nny sum not
exceearaearcyfloriars tor tue nrat orrense,
and adjudged to abate or remove forthwith
from said city tbe offensive matter with
which he may be charged ; and for any eec-ou-

or. subsequent oSeuse a flue of ninety
uine dollars, or imprisonment for one hun-
dred days, or both fine and imprisonment at
ha dtsolNttlen of the eeurt, and the satd

nuiaaDoe may be abated or removed bv. the
4ty aattuxriuea at the ezpeusa of the ac

cased.
