It is nineteen days the cool

winds lifted to ll..v upon l'hila--
delphia, or fan the- - hot of the
international City in Fairmont
Park. The situation heio is both
ludicrous and trauic. Visitors move
about but little, most of them re
main on the settees in the various
buildings, in liquid or vaporic state,
while the mortal casualties from
the intense heat aie estimated at
one thousand during the n:tst week!
Hor.-e- s drop aud ilie while drawing
the over laden street c,u-- : tlio nitrlit
blinds no repose, and Uio baleful
influences of t lie heat uiii those
whom it does not iiiitnediMtely
strike down, but who n:a ndleiingfrom debility or chronic and febrile
disva-ts- , cannot be estimated. It
is not re nun kab'e, ihen, that the
great ma-- s of vi.-ito- rs have decided
to defer their v until the cooler
months of Octo'.tr aud November.
Those who are he: a at preseut are
evidently on a tour of duty rather
than of pleasure, and are;composed
in great part of teachers from the
public schools, clerks from the Unit-
ed States Government offices and
others who have a short vacation in
the summer, but w hose avocation
will recall them before September.There is a feature of the Interna-
tional Exposition that puzzles me.
Why should the nations which
may be at each other's
throats make public displays of
their military points, peculiarities,and strength, presenting elaborate
models of their fortifications, arms
and equipments? It had always
feenied to me that the policy of a
nation should be to conceal her
fighting strergth or fortes from her
neighbors, and in the event of war,
receive them as much as possible
in ambuscade. The maxim, "Si
res )cem, jjaret bellum," is doubt-
less true and applicable to individ-
uals as weil as peoples; but it is dif-
ficult to see the policy of giving a
possible enemy all the means and
measures of preparation. France,
Russia, Spain, .Brazil and the
United States, have very complete
military and naval exhibits, con-

sisting of accurate models of forti-
fied places, poits, gunboats, ar.-e-ual-

pontoon bridges, arms, camp
and hospital equipments, etc. Of
these, those of the United States,
France, and Spain are in buildings
erected by their respective govern-
ments, while the Russian aud Bra-
zilian displays are in Machinery
Hall. The Spanish Government
building is located in a remote por-
tion of the grounds, at the foot of
George's Hill, and, for this reason
it has failed to attract the attention
which an inspection of its contents
will repay. The exhibits are the
contribution of the Royal Academy
of military engineers, aud comprise
a complete and interesting display
of the fortifications of Spain and
her military establishment. Im-

mediately within the entrance of
the door is a model of the Hi.rbette
gun, it is planted wi'.hin a minia-
ture fortress and Is generally called
a seijje gun, it being too heavy for
field maneuvering. Upon each side
of the door are figures for the dis-

play of the uniform of the various
urauches of the Spanish army.
There are exhibited a number of
models of fortified posts in Spain,
designed by tlie oflicers of the
Spanish army and executed by
the students of the Roj-a-l Acad-
emy. One of these inoelels is a
remarkable specimen of itio sum or
these cadets. It is a representationof tho seat of war in MoioccO; in
1858. It shows the line of march
of the Spanish troops during the
campaign, the location of the
camis of all the armies, and is a
very perfect representation or the
military situation during the con-
tinuance of hostilities. A model
of tho city and fortifications of San
Sebastian, in the uortnern part or
Spain, is shown, also a model of a
model strongnonl, supposeu to tie
impregnable. Tho plan is that the
infantry shall first engage the ene
my, on the plain below, when, if
they are forced to retire, they
may lall Dat-- upon a more
elevated position, where they
will be supported by cremat
ed euns, and their retreat,
in case it should become necessary,
covered. As a last resort they have
the top of the tower where are
planted the heavy brrbette guns.
A representation of the aqueduct
of Segovia, which is thirteen miles
long, and still in a remarkable
state of preservation, is shown and
is similar in form and construction
to another, which formerly existed
in Spain, but has long since fallen
into decay. A feature of the Span
ish army shown here is its train of
pack mules, used to carry small
held artiiery, as wen as me para
phernalia of the camp, to those
mountain fastnesses which are in
accessible by other means of trans
portation. A pontoon train like
those in use by the United States
army n exnioiteu, consisting or tue
boats anu planks required lo Jay a
bridge in the shortest possible
time. The display of small arms
is ineagre, but they are verylelegaut
m nLapo and nnisn. teabres and
swortls, stilietos, dirks, are very
tastefully arranged upon shields
covered with purple velvet. One
portion of this building was design
ed to exhibit the natural history
of Spain, but the collections are yet
very incomplete, consisting of a
few birds and cats. The display of
the varieties of woods Indigenous
to Spain is here, the most conspic
uous being cork.

To the visitor who has become
somewhat familiar with the Ex
position, its faults and imperfec
tions are apparent. In the main
building, nearly half a mile from
her government building, Spain
has a very creditable display of coal,
bres, cereals, etc. VIy her display
should be divided in this way, fati
guing and confusing the visitor, is
"something that no fellow can find
out." But this is not the case with
the exhibit of Spain alone. The
exhibita of some other countries
are scattered around without the
appearance of method. Perhaps at
our JJucentennlal, our great grand
children will be less ambitious to
occupy more space than any previ-
ous Exposition, than to present tbe
world with a compact display that
may be seen with best advantage
by the largest number. C

Thermoraetrical Freaks.

A word on the thermometer. On
a certain day A will tell you that it
was DO, li will declare that it was
93, while C stands ready to swear
that it was 100 for didn't he see
it with his own eyes? Now, dou't
quarrel, for all may be light. The
real heat of the atmosphere is one
thing the refracted heat quite
another; and therein lies the dif
ference.

It will be noticed that the temp
erature, reported by the Signal Ser
vice, Is considerably less than that
given by other observers. In Cin
cinnati, the hii;ual Service ther
mometer is higher up than the
city, and is protected from refrac
tion either from the earth beneath
or any thing around it. This gives
the actual temperature of the at- -
mospnere; but it is considerably
below the heat which one actually
sustains in passing along the street.
lhe stone buildings accumulate
and give out heat. The pavement
and the walls refract it. Hang a
thermometer on one of our streets
on a summer's da-- , protected by au
awning so as to be "in the shade"

the heat from the buildings aud
that thrown oil from the walls and
pavements will raise its mercurv
ten or fifteen degrees above that of
the Signal feervice.

1 here is another reason why the
thermometer fails to indicate the
heat felt by the pedestrian. Of
course, every one knows that rapid
evaporation produces cold. By the
rapid evaporation of ether, or like
substanees, ice may be made on the
shortest of summer days. Well, a
breeze striking the pedestrian rap-
idly evaporates the moisture of hi3
body, and makes him cool. This
is the secret of fanning. But a
breeze has absolute' no eflect on
the thermometer, unless it happens
to be a current of actually cooler
air. On the other hand, moisture
in the air, by preventing evapora-
tion, often increases the heat of the
body; the damp hot days are most
productive of suflering and sun
stroke. The thermometer eivts no
indication of this either.

Hence we see that different ther-
mometers "in the shade" maj' vary
mauj-

- degrees at the same moment,
aud, further, that they may fail by
many degrees, either too much or
too little, to indicate the actual
he it which the human frame has
to sustain. Fortunately, Nature
has provided the body with
machinery for throwing off heat in
warm wi.ather and " retaining it in
cold. The pores of the hkin are the
safety valves. The normal tempera-
ture of the body is about 96 deg., and
increased perspiration or checked
perspiration holds it so through all
variations of temperature. If by
any means, whether through de-

rangement of other functions,
through drafts of wind, or too
much heat accompanied with mois-
ture, these safety valves are unable
to do their work, and the tempera-
ture of the body either rises or falls
by a very few degrees, then comes
illuesa, shock, aud even death.

paring steaks for sale, the French
butcher carefully separates the
bones fr.m the meat, and reserves
them for other purposes. The
housewife orders just enough for
each person, and no more, even to
the eoifee. If a chance visitor drops
in, somebody retites and an extra
cup is so provided, but nothing ex-
tra by carelessness or inattention-- .

When the pot has boiled, the hand-
ful of charcoal in the little range is
extinguished, and waits for another
time. No rearing cook-stov- e and
read-ho- t covers all day long for no
purpose but waste. The egg laid
to-da- y costs a little more than the
one laid last week. Values are
nicely estimated and the smallest
surplus is carefully saved. A thou-
sand little economies are practiced,
and it is respectable to practice
them. Cooklug is an economical
as well as a sanitary and gustatory
science. A French cook will make
a franc go as far as an American
housewife will make three, and
bow much farther than the Amer-
ican 'Bridget nobody knows we

to her soups and her cheap food;
better living, after all. than the
heavy hread aud greasy failures of
our culinary Ignorance.
