The Railroad War.

Kaxsas City, Aprili 2 —The beycott

As the tra'n
passed the viaduct at Sixteenth Street
tbhe eugineers of the other roads re-
fused to allow the train to go by, They
stopped its progress by crossing and
recrossing the tracks which intersect
the road” at this poiont, These tactics
were kept up for two bours aud the
“Q" traln was finally taken back iuto
the Western Avenue yards,

The Rock Island managers declined
once more to risk a tie up of their road
by attempting to receive freight from
their competitor the Barlington.
