out advertisement; passed. He
also reported bills exteuding appro-
priations for the various depart-
ments of the Government uutil
August; passad.

The BSpeaker laid before the

The act making appropriations
for the sundry civil expenses of the
government for the fiscal year end-
ing June 80, 1577, is =0 defective in
whut it omits to provide for, that 1
cannot aunounce its approval with
out, a; the same time, pointing out
what seems to me (o be ils defects.
It makes but inadequate provision
for the servige at best, and in the
game instances fails to make any
provision whatever. Among the
tirst class is the reduction in the
ordinary annual appropriation for
the revenue cutter service to the
prejudice of the customs revenue.
The same may be said of the signal
service; as also the failure to pro-
vide for the increased expenses de-
volvedupon mintsand assay offices,
for the protection, preservation and
completion of whicix there is no
adequate appropriation. While the
sum of $100,000 only is appropriated
for repairs of the different navy
yards and stations and the preserv-
ation of the same, the ordinary and
customary approp:iations for whivh
are not less than $1,000,000, A sim-
ilar reduction is also made in the
expenses for armories and arsenals.
The provision for the ordinary ju-
dicialexpenses is much less Lhan
the estimated amount for that im-
portant service for actual expendi-
tures last fiseal year and certain
demands of the current year. The
provistow for the expenses of sur-
veys ofpuble lands is less than
one-balf pf the usual appropriation
for that service and what are under-
stood to ba its actual demands. The
reduction in the expenditures for
lighthousea, beacons and fog sta-
tlons is also made in similar propor-
tions. Of the class for which no
appropriation is made, among the
most noticeable, perhaps, is that
portion of the general expenses of
the District of Columbig in behalf
of the United States, aslappropriat-
ed in former years, and the judg-
ments of the court of elaims. The
failure to make reasonable con-
tributions for the expenses of the
nation’s ecapital is an apparent di-
reliction on the part of the United
States and a rank injustice to the
people here who bear the burdens,
while to refusc or neglect to pro-
vide for the payment of the solemn
judgment of its own courts is ap-
parently to repudiate them. Of a

The River and HMarbor BillL

WASHINGTON, 38].—The Senate
appropriatiens committee held an-
other mesting on the river and har-
bor bill to-day, and before reporting
it to the Sensate niade some changes
in their werk of Saturday. Omne of
the changes was to entirely strike
out the item for $15,000 for Sacra-
mento or Feather rivers. Sargent
succeeded, however, in restoriog
the full amount of £75,000 for Oak-
land harbor and in osbtaining $20,-
000 for San Jeaquin river, instead
of $60 000, and £15,000 respectively,
as provided on Saturdsy.

The Avery Pardon Papers.

The President, in a recent con-
versation, referring to the applica-
tien for the pardon of Wm. O.
Avery, sald that the papers in this
case had followed the course of
every asimilar petition in being re-
ferred by him to the Attorpey Gen-
eral, and from the burean of justice
to the district attorney and Judge
W. Coty, where the trial took
place, as the invariable course.
The President gaid such papers
never came back to him, and he
bad taken no action whatever to
forestall any determination on the
part of the Attorney General, or to

A special to the New York World
froms Toronto says Lord Dufferin
left Ottawa to-day, boumd on a
special visit to British Columbia.
The viceregal party on the occasion
consists of his Excellency and
Countess of Duflerin, Col. Little-
tun, Capt. Hamilton, Capt. Ward,
and private secretary Prorire. The
cars were attached to the regular
train at the Ottawa depot, where
their excellencies were recelved
and saluted on their departure by
the Governor General, the Foot
Guards, with music, colors filying,
discharge of artillery and hearty
cheers. At the stations aloug the
Grand Trunk road the loyal Cana-
dians turned out to pay thelr res-
pects to the moext genial and ac-
complished of viceroys, the first to
visit the British population of the
remote Pagiflc coast. The British
Columbians are enthusiastically
prepariug to receive him, as be now
bas to approach them sacross the
thousanuds of miles of Unlited States
territory. This fact alone will have
some tendency to urge forward the
completion of that gresat Canadian
Pacifie railroad enterprise, the sur
veys for which have besn pushed
during the past few years, which Is
intended to link together with fron
the eastern and western provinces,
and facilitate the population of the
Caupadian northwest.

The Indian troubdles in ourown
west have already rendered the in-
qquiry into the stute of the Canad-
1un Indian tribes highly judicions,
and altogether this visit of the
governor general promises to have
to-do with a questiou of continen-
tal magopitude ana interest.

The Eastern Question.
In the House of Lords there was

a discussion on the Eastern ques-
tion. It was moved that the Gov-

ernment should be ready to support
the measures for upholding the
treaty of 1856,

Earl Granville questioned certain
acts of the Foreigu Office, and ex-
pressed himself In favor of self-
government in the Turkish prov-
inces.

Earl Derby replied—He said the
future policy of the Government
would be to enter into no doubtful
scheme. The motien was nega-
tived.

In the House of Commons, Bence,
in referring to the outrages in Ros-
nia, moved as his opinion of the
House of Commons, that the Gov-
ernment should attempt to se¢ure
equal treatment to those of the
various religions under the author-
ity of the Porte.

Forsyth moved to amend the
motion to the effect that Sclavonic
provinces should be guaranteed
good government irrespective of
race or creed.

Qiadstove favored the amend-
ment. In his speech he censured
the government respecting the
Andrassy Beriin memsrandum.
He hoped that inquiry inte Lhe
alleged atiecities in Bulgaris now
making would be an actual in-
quiry, and that Europe would act
in coneert. Self-government was
neces-ary in order to bring about a
solution of the difficulty.

Disraell justified the government,
He favored non interference in the
eastern troubles; when it became
neceasary the government would
assist in the pac'fication of the pro-
vinees. [
