issued a circular letter to th super-intendents and agents of the In-
dian department, instructing them
to notify the several bands or tribes
or Indians tinder their supervision,that they must conn no themselves
wholly within the limits of their
respective reservations, and under
no pretext must they leave without
a special permit in writing from the
agent or superintendent, and no
permit will be granted by the agentor superintendent except It shenld
be made to appear to his satisfaction
that its issuance win insure benefit
to the applicant,and will in no event
be uaeiy to prove disadvantageous
to tne discipline; or tne ludian ser
vice. Whenever it shall be deemed
necessary or judicious to grant a per-
mit, immediate application should
be made, before its issuance, to the
commanding omcer or the . nearest
military force, who will furnish a
sufficient guard to accompany and
remain wun tne Indians as Jong as
they remain within the white set
tlements, and will require their
passage through such settlements
to be as expeditious as possible.Indians are to be warned that
Without the protection iraaranteed
them by a written permit, and a
military guard or escort, thev are
liable to be looked upon arid treated
as nosuie Danas.
