The following Is a description of
the mob's method of burning the
Round .House: :A laree party of
strikers captured a car filled with
coke which they ran from the Al
legheny .Valley railway track to a
siding connecting witn tne I'enn
sylranla railroad. They then pro-
cured large quantities of petroleum,and - pouring It over the coke,
ignited tne materials. In a very
few momenta the car was a
mass of fire. It was then
5ushed along the tracks, and

against Jhe round house.
The building was soon ignited, and
tbe soldiers were now compelled to
prepare, to fight their way out
through a frenzied mass ef human
Ity, clamoring for their blood. The
building did not burn as rapidly as
waa desired, and the mob, bent on
revenge, rushed out on the road
and sent the turning trains toward
the doomed buildings. From mid-
night until 5 o'clock this morning,
the main efforts ef the crowd were
directed " to firing buildings and
cars, but about half an hour later,
the mob. which had been besieging
tne military, left, for some unex-
plained reason, i This aflorded the
troops, who were in actual danger of
being roasted alive, an opportunity
to emerge from the building, and
they succeeded in reaching Liberty
Street in a Tery few momenta.
They quickly formed In line, and
inarched up to Thirty-thir- d Street,
and thence to Pennsylvania Ave
nue and Butler Street.; Tneir ob
jective point waa the United States
Anenal on Butler Street, where they
expected to obtain welter, wniie
turning into Jttutier street, now- -
ever, tne leaders : oi tne moo nau
discovered their retreat, and fully
a thousand men, armed and sup- -
tiled with ammunition, ' followedfn pursuit. Some of the troops

fired at the citizens, either acciden-
tally or intentionally, as they were
movelng alorg, and this added fury
to the cry for revenge. When they
reached the arsenal, the command
ant refused to admit them. He said
he had but ten men, and would be
powerless to hold the place If the
mob. should attack it.- - He con
sented to take care of the wounded,
and they were accordingly carried
into the hospital. -- Tne main bodyof the troops continued their march
out of Butler Street, a fuallade be-

ing kept ; up on them by the mob.
As they moved lorwara anota were
fired and one of i tne soldiers killed
before they reached the arsenal,
and , nearly; opposite tne ceme
tery fully a mila above the arse
nal, two others were killed -- and
left ' lying on the sidewalk.
They continued their flight, and
crossed over to the north aide of
Alleghany River, on the Sharsborg
bridge, the mob following aa rapid
ly aa possible. Alter reaenmg tne
nortn side, tne troops scattered, and
in this way the mob waa divided
Into very small ! parties. I In the
meantime ttie city was In a state of
anarcny. Tnoueands wno bad not
Joined in pursuit of the fleeing
troops, gatnerea about tne Burning
buildings and trains, and assisted
In spreading the flames wherever
tney naa not been applied.

By 7 o'clock the fire had extend
ed from Milevale i Station to Twen
tieth Street, and eaveloDed hun
dreds of car. The extensive shops,two round houses, the depots and
ofllcea of the Union Transfer Com.
pany, blacksmith store
houses, ni the numerous build
ings making np tne terminal facili-
ties of this mammoth corporation.
In the round houses were 125 first
class locomotives, which had been
boused in consequence of tne strike.
These were totally destroyed, but
even tne immense loss wnicn will
be sustained In this item alone Is
but a trifle inXbe aggregate, m

A strike on the Lake Fhore road
was Inaugurated at two o'clock this
afternoon at Colllngwood. six mllee
east of this city. - - The firemen and
brakemen left the trains and the
engineers refused to run with green
hands.
