Tbe Idea that genions reveals itself
eariy in me aoea mot at once recom-
mend Itself to common sense. Obser-
vation of Mature as a woole suggests,first of all perhaps that her choicer and
most costly gifts are the result of
a long process ot preparation. And,
however this be.there is certain! more
of moral snggestiveness in the thoughtthat Intellectual distinction la the re-
word of a strenuous adolescence and
manhood than in the sappositionthat it can be reached by tbe
trip41nt( at a bound throughbeer force of native talent.

And It amy not improbably have been
a lively preception of this ethical
significance which fostered . in the
classic mind so wide-spre- ad disbelief la
early promise of great intellectual
power. We find a typical expressionof this sentiment ia tbe saying of
Quintlliaa: Tbe early blossom of
talent is rarely followed by the fruit
of creak achievement.

it is evident that this saying em-
bodies something like a general theory
of the relation between rank pf talent
and rate of development. Where
superior Intellectual ability shows it-
self at an early date, it is of the scrt
that reaches its fall stature early, and
mo neve attains to tbe greatest height.
On the other band genius of the finer
order declares itself more slowly.

In order to estimate the soundness
of this view two lines of enquiry
would be necessary. We should need
to ask, first of all, what proportion of
these who had huwn marked pre-
cocity have afterward redeemed the
promise ef their youth; and secondly,what number of those who have un-
questionably obtained a place among
the great where previously distin-
guished by precocity.

These two lines ol investigation are,
however, in a measure distinct. It
may turn out that a laree portion of
clever children never attain to any- -

thing but mediocrity in late life, and
that the majority .of great men have,
been remarkable as children. Hence,we may confine ourselves in tbe present
essay to tbe second branch of the
above inquiry, retrogresstve search for
signs of precocity in the early life of
those who hare attained distinction.
